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Special Audit regarding the International Cricket Council Men’s T-20
World Cup Cricket Tournament - 2022

Executive Summary

Every association of sports registered in terms of subsection 21 (a) (3) of the Sports Law No.
25 of 1973, as amended by Act No. 47 of 1993, is subject to the audit of the Auditor General.
It is also indicated that the financial statements certified by the Executive Committee must be
submitted to the Auditor General in accordance with 7 (XIII) of Part III of the Sports
Regulations published by the Extraordinary Gazette No. 1990/23 dated 27 October 2016.
Accordingly, since the Sri Lanka Cricket is a registered national association of Sports under
the Sports Law and submits financial statements to the Auditor General in accordance with
the sports regulations published in the Extraordinary Gazette, Sri Lanka Cricket is an entity
subject to the audit of the Auditor General in terms of Article 154 (3) of the Constitution of

the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka.

The special audit report, including the other associated matters revealed in the investigation
of the transactions and incidents of the Sri Lanka Cricket, which is functioning with the
International Cricket Council for the Government of Sri Lanka regarding the Sri Lanka
national team by holding Sri Lankan Brand Name related to the game of cricket pertaining to
the Men’s T-20 World Cup in the year 2022 held in Australia by the International Cricket
Council from 09 October to 13 November 2022, will be issued according to the powers

vested in me in terms of Section 13 of the National Audit Act, No. 19 of 2018.

The first team consisting of 30 players including 17 players to participate in the T-20 World
Cup (Men) tournament and 13 support staff and the second team consisting of 6 persons
including 5 substitutes as players had undergone injuries in Australia and a coach had again
left for Australia from time to time. Accordingly, the team of 36 persons as players and as
support staff for the tournament and 14 members of the executive committee to watch the
cricket tournament had left for Australia. The Sri Lanka Cricket had spent a total of Rs.
68,237,263 including air tickets, daily allowances and other expenses for the members of the
Executive Committee as mentioned above and 3 members of the Executive Committee, out of
them, had paid back Rs. 2,653,086 to Sri Lanka Cricket. Furthermore, an amount of
Rs.14,757,891 had been incurred on four officers of the Sri Lanka Cricket for travelling to
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Australia on various reasons during Men's T-20 World Cup tournament and a sum of

Rs.3,321,850, out of the amount, had been refunded by those officers.

Even though the Sri Lanka Cricket had spent Rs. 5,520,800 for 4 journalists to go to Australia
for media coverage of the T-20 cricket tournament, an agreement had not been entered in to
with the selected journalists by including the role expected to be accomplished by the
journalists in the World Cup tournament. Furthermore, Sri Lanka Cricket had issued visa
request letters to the Australian High Commissioner to get visas for 56 persons, including 11
members of the Executive Committee and for 9 persons, that can be considered as connected
to the Sri Lanka Cricket and 36 persons outside the Sri Lanka Cricket to go to Australia to
watch the tournament and one person who got the visa and left in that manner had not
returned to Sri Lanka even by the date of this report. Even though 23 persons had purchased
air tickets totally outside the procurement procedure to go to Australia to watch the match by
considering it as "Exclusive Procurement", as stated in procurement manual of the Sri Lanka
Cricket, it was observed that there had been no need to purchase by following the "Exclusive
Procurement" method when competitive bidding should have been carried out for this task,
for which approval had been granted by the Executive Committee prior to several months to
go to Australia. Furthermore, instances of non-matching of the information on the dates of
flights, destinations and internal flight mentioned in the vouchers, through which payments
had been made for the air tickets, with the information mentioned in the electronic air tickets

(E-Tickets) that were submitted to the audit, were observed.

The Sri Lanka Cricket had revised the daily foreign travel allowances that should be paid to
the Executive Committee Members, Managers and other staff as US$ 700, US$ 600 and US$
475 respectively in March 2022 and it was observed as an increase by 75 per cent, 71 per cent
and 46 per cent respectively as compared with the year 2014. Further, approval of the
Executive Committee had been granted to pay daily foreign travel allowances for the
maximum period of 10 days to Executive Committee Members and officers to proceed to

Australia for watching the tournament.

Even though 100 Complementary Hospitality Tickets should be received free of charge from
the International Cricket Council on behalf of the relatives and friends of the players in
respect of 05 matches played by the Sri Lankan players, for watching the tournament, it had
been informed that only 69 tickets had been received. As such, it was observed to be

questionable as to what happened to the remaining 31 tickets or the reason for non-receipt of
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them. Furthermore, although all these tickets received for the players should be provided to
the players in respect of their relatives and friends, only 03 out of 69 tickets had been
provided to the players. Accordingly, the Team Manager had informed the fact that out of the
66 remaining tickets, 38 tickets were distributed among the executive committee members
and 7 tickets were distributed among the officers of the Sri Lanka Cricket. Further, 12 tickets
were provided to other individuals and the remaining 9 tickets were destroyed. He had further
mentioned that 624 tickets out of the 625 ordinary tickets intended to be received were
received. Among these, 434 tickets were distributed among the players, supporting staff and
the executive committee members. Additionally, 35 out of the remaining 190 tickets were
provided to the manager of the Australian team and the remaining 155 tickets were destroyed.
Further, it was observed that 150 tickets had been purchased by spending Rs. 8,747,960 and
of that, 76 tickets valued at Rs. 3,582,646 remained unused.

It was observed in audit that the Sri Lanka Cricket had not taken action to carry out a detailed
inquiry of the value of Rs.41,734,465 equivalent to US$113,816 recharged from the Sri
Lanka Cricket mentioning as incurred for Sri Lanka cricket players and officers by the
International Cricket Council and to ascertain the accuracy of the said expenses. Even though
daily allowances of US$2,808 equivalent to Rs.1,027,728 had been recharged from the Sri
Lanka Cricket by the International Cricket Council, mentioning as incurred for the Sri Lanka
Cricket Team, such an expenditure had not been actually incurred for the Sri Lanka Cricket
Team by the International Cricket Council. As such, it was observed in audit that an amount
irrelevant to the Sri Lanka Cricket had been recharged by the International Cricket Council.

It was revealed that tickets relating to the function had been sold through
“www.auslankatickets.com” website and it was further revealed that a ticket had been sold at
AUD$125 each. Accordingly, as tickets had been sold to 308 persons at AUD$125 each, the

income from sale of tickets should be AUD$38,500. Nevertheless, as the income from sale of

tickets has been indicated as AUD$35,360 according to the report, it was observed that it had
been understated by AUD$3,140.

Bids had been invited in two instances from the year 2019 to the year 2022 for the purchase
of 05 Super Sopper machines that can remove surface water on playgrounds and finally,
decisions had been made to purchase those machines directly from the fake manufacturer.
Thus, it was observed that an attempt had been made to make an overpayment of US$
185,000.

Paying attention to the ability of assigning responsibilities and duties as associations
performing by engaging in activities in the performance of sports associations prioritizing
representation of official brand and national sports teams, bearing the burden on behalf of the
Government or nation as the institution engaged in prioritizing the use of the official brand
and representation of the national team, paying attention to establish a legal environment
where the essential requirement of performance of activities subject to Government
monitoring cannot be deviated from, are expected from this report. Moreover,
recommendations have been made by this report on conformity to Government approved
criteria and limits relating to the burden borne by the Government or sports associations
which perform on behalf of the Government for allowances paid and facilities provided to
players, officers and other staff proceeding abroad for official duties when considering
officially, laying stress on sports associations to avoid being involved in obtaining visa

permits etc. for parties that cannot be considered as persons proceeding abroad officially.
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01. Scope and Nature of the Report

The International Cricket Council Men’s T-20 World Cup Cricket Tournament — 2022 had
been held in Australia from 09 October 2022 to 13 November 2022 and the following matters
were revealed during the special audit investigation conducted on certain activities identified

in relation to that time and the year including that tournament.

e  According to replies of the Chairman forwarded to me by the Secretary to the Ministry of
Sports on 17 August 2023 having submitted to the said Secretary by the Chairman of the
Sri Lanka Cricket for the draft of this report, it had been indicated that the Sri Lanka
Cricket is a volunteer organization and it is controlled by a constitution that has been
passed, that it is similar to a society established for a common requirement or objective or
a volunteer society in the legal aspect and that such volunteer societies have been assured
independence from any external/regulatory control. Furthermore, it has been indicated
that the Sri Lanka Cricket is not an institution established under the Companies Act of Sri
Lanka and it is not an institution incorporated by a special Parliamentary Ordinance, Law
or Act and that the Cricket Institute is not a public enterprise with shares held by the

Government or under the control of the Government.

It had also indicated matters that the Sri Lanka Cricket which is not funded by the
Government and/or the General Treasury for all its administrative and other affairs, earns
relevant income for covering its institutional expenses from grants received as a member
of the International Cricket Council, by sale of various rights and shares relating to sports

derived from organizing and conducting international tournaments in Sri Lanka.

According to observations provided to me by the Secretary to the Ministry of Sports on
22 August 2023 relating to the aforesaid reply of the Chairman, every national sports
association is bound to act in terms of Section 29 of the Sports Law, No.25 of 1973 and in
accordance with Orders issued relating thereto and moreover, it had been mentioned in 21
a (3) of paragraph 9 of the Sports (Amendment) Act, No.47 of 1993 that the Auditor
General shall audit the accounts of every committee and association. As such, the
Secretary to the Ministry had further indicated that the relevant audit reports are presented
to Parliament by the Auditor General accordingly and that those institutions are

summoned to the Committee on Public Enterprises as required and that all societies
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should act with transparency relating to financial activities while being accountable to the

Parliament.

Furthermore, the Secretary had mentioned that as a sports association, the Sri Lanka
Cricket is also obliged to accomplish the matters outlined in the Sports Act and the
directives as stated above, and it is indicated under Section 33 of the Constitution of the
Sri Lanka Cricket that if any issues arises regarding a certain matter stipulated in their

Constitution, the Act and the directives will be effective in those concern.

Accordingly, I concur with the Secretary’s aforementioned observations and, as the
Auditor General, 1 would like to further emphasize the following additional points in this

regard.

The every sports association registered in pursuance of Sub-section 21 (a)(3) of the Sports
Act No.25 of 1973 as amended by the Act No.47 of 1993 belongs to the scope of the
Auditor General. Furthermore, it is stated according to Section 7 (XIII) of the Part III of
the Sports Directives published in the Gazette (Extraordinary) No.23/1990 dated 27
October 2016 that the financial statements certified by the Executive Committee are
required to be furnished to the Auditor General. Accordingly, since the Sri Lanka Cricket
1s an association registered under the Sports Act and it submits financial statements to the
Auditor General in accordance with Sports Directives published in that Extraordinary
Gazette, the Sri Lanka Cricket is an entity subject to the Auditor General’s audit by the
Article 154 (3) of the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka.
Similarly, the Auditor General presents the audit reports to Parliament in pursuance of
Article 154 (6) of the Constitution and based on those reports, matters are subjected to the
investigations by the Committee on Public Enterprises according to the Standing Order

120.

Furthermore, in terms of provisions of the Sports Act, the Minister of Sports issues orders
from time to time to regulate the sport associations, and in keeping with those orders, the
Director General of Sports regulates sports associations. The matters such as submission
of financial statements to the Auditor General for auditing by the Sri Lanka Cricket and,
obtaining approval of the Minister of Sports when players and officers proceeding abroad
are further observed to be adherences to the aforementioned orders. Furthermore, in
awarding the membership of the International Cricket Council, it has been specifically

mentioned in its criteria that the every association should substantiate its recognition by
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2.

the relevant government authority institution of the country in which the respective
association is located. Accordingly, since the Sri Lanka Cricket also has obtained the
membership of the International Cricket Council and being an institution representing Sri
Lanka under the brand “Sri Lanka”, and it indeed represents the state, it operates as an
entity subjected to the government regulation. Considering the aforementioned facts, the
Sri Lanka Cricket cannot be regarded as a voluntary organization or association capable
of deviating from the government regulating process or financial oversight of Parliament.
Accordingly, this entity is observed as one that cannot be operated based on the
preference and discretions of the executive committee, nor it can override the

government’s regulation.

The Sri Lanka squad that participated in the Men's T-20 World Cup tournament — 2022
had left Sri Lanka for Melbourne on 02 October 2022 and had obtained a training in a
training camp from 03 October 2022 to 08 October 2022. After participating in 02
Warm Up matches and 03 first round matches and 05 matches in the Super 12 round
during the period of 09 October 2022 to 05 November 2022. The squad had returned
to Sri Lanka on 07 November 2022 as they had not qualified for the semi-final
matches.

According to the request made from the President of the Sri Lanka Cricket by a letter
No. SIF/C/ASS/AB/AG/2023/05 dated 13 February 2023 to submit the reports on
expenditure incurred and income of the International Cricket Council Men’s T-20
World Cup cricket tournament 2022 for audit, the President had submitted a report on
income and expenditure on 14 March 2023. (Annexure 01) According to that report,
the income had been Rs.396,359,350 while the expenditure incurred had been
Rs.313,371,158.

A sum of Rs. 68,237,263 had also been paid for 14 members of the Executive
Committee who attended to watch the Men's T-20 World Cup Cricket Tournament,
and 3 members of the Executive Committee had paid back Rs. 2,653,086, out of this,
to Sri Lanka Cricket.

had been paid for four of them by Sri Lanka Cricket and two persons, out of those
officials, had paid back Rs.3,321,850 to Sri Lanka Cricket.

A team of 30 people comprised of 17 players representing Sri Lanka for this cricket

tournament and 13 support staff had gone first to Australia and in addition, five
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players and a coach had been later sent to Australia during the tournament as Sri

Lanka cricketers had been injured.

accommodation facilities, food and per diem for 23 persons of the 30-member team
including 17 players, who went to Australia representing Sri Lanka for the cricket
tournament, considering that expenses as their own expenses. The expenses for the
remaining 07 persons had been borne by the International Cricket Council and later
the expenses had been reimbursed by Sri Lanka Cricket.

Sri Lanka Cricket had requested the Ministry of Sports to allow 52 people including

the 32 players to go to Australia for this tournament. (Annexure 02)

The Secretary of the Ministry of Sports had given approval for 32 players out of those
people, and 17 persons, who had not been players, had been given the covering
approval by the Secretary of the Ministry of Sports subjected to the approval of the
Minister of Sports.

The following observations are made in this regard.

It was revealed that 14 members of the Executive Committee including 07 Office
Bearers representing the Executive Committee of the Sri Lanka Cricket had gone to
watch the tournament held in Australia and it was observed that a sum of Rs.
68,237,263 had been paid by Sri Lanka Cricket for air tickets, visa fees, travel
insurance, allowances and tickets for watching the tournament and 3 Executive
Committee members, out of them, had paid back a sum of Rs. 2,653,086 to Sri Lanka

Cricket as per Annexure 03.

Obtaining the Approval to participate in the T-20 World Cup
Tournament

It was observed that the approval of the Executive Committee had been granted at the
11th Executive Committee meeting held on 07 July 2022 to incur foreign travel
allowances for a maximum of 10 days for the members of the Executive Committee to
go to Australia and to watch the match, as well as for air tickets, visa fees, internal
travel and accommodation facilities by Sri Lanka Cricket and the Office Bearers of
the executive committee should be given business class air tickets and the other

executive committee members should be given economy class air tickets.
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10.2.2.

It was observed that permission had been requested by the letter of the Secretary of
Sri Lanka Cricket, bearing No. SLC/SEC/ICC/T20World cup/Exco/2022 dated 20
September 2022, which had addressed the Minister of Sports, for 16 members of the
Executive Committee of Sri Lanka Cricket and 20 persons including the Chief
Executive Officer, Chief Operating Officer, Senior Human Resources Manager and
Security Advisor to go to Australia to watch the tournament from 16 October 2022
and for the Office Bearers of the Executive Committee to go to Australia to
participate in the committee meeting of the International Cricket Council to be held
from 11 to 13 November 2022.

10.2.2.1. It was observed that the approval of the Secretary of the Ministry of Sports and

Youth Affairs had been granted for 15 members of the Executive Committee and
two staff members of the Sri Lanka Cricket to participate in the tournament, by the
letter of the Secretary of the Ministry of Sports and Youth Affairs bearing No.
MOYS/DEV/SP/SLC/04/13 dated 07 October 2022, which had addressed the
Secretary of Sri Lanka Cricket, subjected to the covering approval of the Minister of
Sports and Youth Affairs. (Annexure 04)

10.2.2.2. It was observed that Professor Arjuna de Silva, Head of the Medical Committee of

Sri Lanka Cricket, Mr. Timothy Maccasil, the Coach, and four journalists had not

obtained the approval of the Ministry of Sports to go to Australia.

Provision of Sponsorship for Media Organizations
Six media organizations comprised of 03 newspaper institutions and 03 television
media had requested Sri Lanka Cricket to sponsor the cricket tournament in Australia

and the following observations are made.

. It was observed that the requests made by Sri Lanka Rupavahini Corporation and

ITN channel, from among the six media organizations that had made requests, had not
been considered and the approval had been granted to sponsor 04 journalists
nominated by the other 04 media organizations at the 12th Executive Committee held
on 23 September 2022.

The Secretary of Sri Lanka Cricket had informed by the letter dated 30 September
2022, which had addressed the four selected media organizations, that one journalist
would be given return air tickets to go to Australia and to return from Australia and an
allowance of USD 1,500 according to the decision taken by the Executive Committee.

Even though the Executive Committee had granted the approval at the 12th Executive
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Committee meeting dated 23 September 2022 to provide sponsorship for the four
journalists, it was not observed that a decision had been taken as to what sponsorships
would be granted for them or the approval of the Executive Committee had been
obtained for the values to be paid.

10.3.3. Accordingly, it was observed that Rs. 5,520,800 had been paid by Sri Lanka Cricket

as mentioned below for four journalists to go to Australia for T-20 Cricket

10.3.4. A contract including the expected role to be accomplished by the journalists in the
World Cup Tournament had not been entered in to with the selected journalists and
the role accomplished by the participated journalists during the tournament had not

been evaluated.

10.4. Issuance of visa request letters
Sri Lanka Cricket had issued visa request letters to the Australian High Commissioner

to get visas for 35 persons, who can be considered as outsiders to the Sri Lanka
Cricket and for 09 persons, who can be considered as persons related to Sri Lanka
Cricket and who were not the members of the Executive Committee, to go to
Australia for watching this tournament. According to the reply given by the Sri Lanka
Cricket for the draft report of this report, visa request letters were issued to the
Australian High Commissioner to obtain visas for 56 people, including 11 members
of the executive committee, 9 persons who may be considered as connected to the Sri

Lanka Cricket and 36 persons outside the Sri Lanka Cricket. (Annexure 05)

It was observed that the letters of request to get visa to go to Australia had been issued
with the signatures of both the Chief Executive Officer of Sri Lanka Cricket and the
Secretary of Sri Lanka Cricket.

As indicated in Annexure 05, it was observed that Sri Lanka Cricket had issued visa
request letters to the Australian High Commission to obtain visas for 11 members of
the Executive Committee and 21 relatives of the family and friends of Mr. Shammi
Silva, the President of Sri Lanka Cricket, 02 friends of Mr. Jayantha Dharmadasa, the
Vice President, wives / 09 family members of 08 Executive Committee Members, 11
persons related to Sri Lanka Cricket and other persons and two wives of them.

Even though Sanjeeva Nishantha Perera, from among the persons, for whom letters
had been issued for issuing visa, had left for Australia on 03 November 2022 after
obtaining a visa to watch the T-20 tournament, it was observed that he had not
returned to Sri Lanka even by the date of issuing this report. It was observed during
the audit that this person, who had functioned as the President of Nomads Sports
Club, had worked as a sports instructor in the Colombo Municipal Council and had
obtained leave from Colombo Municipal Council from 27 October 2022 to 11
November 2022 by informing that he wanted to go to Australia on a personal tour and
he had been removed from service after considering that he had vacated the post as he
had not reported for duty again.

It was observed that Sri Lanka Cricket had mentioned in the visa request letters that
the return air tickets and accommodation expenses for the Office Bearers of the
Executive Committee and members of the Executive Committee, from among the
persons, for whom letters had been issued for obtaining visas, would be borne by the
Sri Lanka Cricket and it was observed that it had been mentioned in those letters that
the tickets for watching the tournament would be provided by Sri Lanka Cricket for

persons, who had participated as friends.

10.4.5. According to the reply provided by Sri Lanka Cricket for the draft report of this report

- That request letters for visas had been issued at the request of the Honourable
President for the 21 family members and friends proposed and approved by the
Chairman, and

- On the request of the Honourable Vice President, he had submitted visa request
letters for two female artists, who were very fond of watching cricket matches

several family members of them, and
- Visa recommendation letters have also been submitted for several staff members of
the Sri Lanka Cricket at their requests, and
- that visa recommendation letters had been submitted for the President of Nomads
Sports Club, a member sports club of Sri Lanka Cricket, as other persons, and
- Even though some of these persons applied for visas, their visa applications had
been withdrawn due to the withdrawal of the Sri Lanka team from the preliminary
matches of the tournament and.
- It was stated that all persons, who had obtained visas and went to Australia to
watch the matches, except one person, had returned to Sri Lanka after the

tournament.
Payment of Visa Fees

It was observed that Sri Lanka Cricket had paid an amount of Rs. 1,228,450 to George
Stuart Travels Ltd. as visa fees for the players, officials and executive committee
members for the Australian tour.

Although a sum of Rs.60,650 had been paid to George Stuart Travels Ltd. as visa fees
for Mr. Sudath Chandrasekara, Advisor of the Ministry of Sports, it was observed that
he had not participated in this tour and action had not been taken to reimburse that
amount.

It was observed that the activities for obtaining visas from the Australian High
Commission had been done through George Stuart Travels Ltd. and all the payments
made as visa fees had been paid to George Stuart Travels Ltd..

Although Mr. Jerome Jayaratne, who functions as the Chief Operating Officer of the
Sri Lanka Cricket, had paid back the air tickets and composite allowance expenses
that the Sri Lanka Cricket had paid for him to go to Australia, it was not observed that
action had been taken to pay back to Sri Lanka Cricket the sum of Rs. 60,650 that had
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10.6

been paid as the visa fees and after issuing the draft audit report of this report, he had
paid back the amount to Sri Lanka Cricket on 27 July 2023.

Purchasing of Air Tickets

10.6.1.1t was observed that Rs.50,849,896 had been paid for 29 people comprised of

Rs.14,273,926 for the purchase of air tickets for 07 Office Bearers of the Executive
Committee of Sri Lanka Cricket and Rs.8,403,700 for 07 Executive Committee
Members and Rs.6,031,054 for 04 officials and Rs.14,479,500 for 05 additional
players and Rs.4,330,316 for two persons in the support staff and Rs.3,331,400 for 04
journalists for the purchase of air tickets to go to Australia. (Annexure 06)

It was observed that business class air tickets had been purchased for Mr. Shammi
Silva President of the Executive Committee of Sri Lanka Cricket, Mr. Mohan De
Silva, Secretary, Mr. Jayantha Dharmadasa and Mr. Raveen Wickramaratne, Vice
Presidents, and economy class air tickets for other Executive Committee Members. In
addition, it was observed that business class air tickets had been purchased for Mr.
Ashley De Silva, Chief Executive Officer of Sri Lanka Cricket.

Although the approval of the Executive Committee had been granted to the Executive
Committee members on 07 July 2022 to go to Australia, it was observed that the
proposed dates for their departure and return had not been decided at the proper time
and necessary action had not been taken to purchase air tickets and therefore,
emergency purchases of air tickets had been made. (Annexure 06)

It was observed that when the prices had been called for the purchase of air tickets,
the prices had not been called for the air tickets for all the executive committee
members and the staff at the same time and the prices had been called separately for
each person, and because of this, it cannot be ruled out in the audit that the

opportunity to take discounts through a group purchase had not been lost.

10.6.5 Selection of Institutions for Calling Quotations

10.6.5.1.1t was observed that Sri Lanka Cricket had registered 05 companies namely,

McKinnon's Travels Company, Brown & Company, Classic Travels Company, BG
Air Services Company, and George Stewart Travels Company as suppliers for the
year 2022 for the purchase of air tickets, and when it is required to purchase air
tickets, quotations had been called from these 05 companies and arrangements had

been made to purchase air tickets.
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10.6.5.2. It was observed that only 05 agencies had been registered by unusually limiting the

procurement competition although more than 140 agencies selling air tickets are

listed in the Rainbow Pages, and possibility of obtaining a minimum price through

the procurement process had lost by calling quotations mainly from two agencies

only, even out of those 05 agencies.
10.6.6. During the T-20 World Cup tournament - 2022, 29 persons had purchased air tickets

to go to Australia in 29 occasions and Mr. Asantha Dasanayake, Administrative
Manager of Sri Lanka Cricket had purchased the air tickets worth Rs. 26,453,688 of

12 persons including the President of the Sri Lanka Cricket, Secretary, Chief

Executive Officer, additional players, support staff and journalists, and Mr. Aruna de

Silva, Chief Administrative Officer of Sri Lanka Cricket had purchased the air tickets
worth Rs.16,245,808 for the Chief Operating Officer and 12 other executive

committee members. It was observed that taking action by two officials in this way to

call quotations separately had been questionable.

10.6.7. Four air tickets worth Rs. 6,180,400 had been purchased comprised of 03 tickets from

George Steuart Travels Ltd. and one ticket from Classic Travel (Pvt) Ltd as

mentioned below. Even though there had been an adequate time to call quotations,

quotations had not been called for this purpose and it was observed that this had been

a violation of the provisions of the Procurement Guidelines of Sri Lanka Cricket.

10.6.8. Calling for Quotations by Mr. Aruna De Silva

Mr. Aruna de Silva, Chief Administrative Officer of Sri Lanka Cricket had taken
action to purchase 12 air tickets worth Rs.16,245,808 from George Steuart Travels

Ltd. (Annexure 07) and the following observations are made in this regard.

10.6.8.1.

It was observed that the calling for quotations from George Steuart Travel Ltd. and
Classic Travel (Pvt) Ltd had been done through telephone messages on 12
occasions for the purchase of 12 air tickets worth Rs.16,245,808, and the Chief
Administrative Officer had stated to the audit that the two institutions had handed
over the quotations by hand. Accordingly, it was observed that 12 tickets worth
Rs.16,245,808 had been purchased from George Steuart Travels Ltd. without calling
competitive quotations.

Even though it is required to invite sealed bids from at least three registered
suppliers, from among the registered suppliers, for purchases between Rs.1 million
to Rs.25 million as per clause 2.5 of the Procurement Manual of Sri Lanka Cricket,
on the contrary, bids had been obtained only from two institutions and arrangements
had not been made to open bids by a bid opening committee after obtaining sealed

confidential bids.

10.6.8.3.I1t was observed that this purchase had been made without the approval of the

10.6.8.4.

procurement committee.

Even though it was possible to call quotations at the same occasion for the purchase
of the 12 air tickets worth Rs. 16,245,808 that had been purchased, it was observed
that the quotations had been called in 12 occasions within a period of two weeks
from 13 October 2022 to 02 November 2022 and it cannot be ruled out in the audit

that a discount that could have been obtained had not been lost due to this.

10.6.9.Calling for quotations by Mr. Asanta Dasanayake

Mr. Asantha Dasanayake, Administrative Manager of Sri Lanka Cricket, had taken

action to purchase 12 air tickets worth Rs. 26,453,688 from the two institutions

namely, George Steuart Travels Ltd. and Classic Travel (Pvt) Ltd. (Annexure 08) and

the following matters are observed in this regard.

10.6.9.1.

It was observed that quotations had been called from registered suppliers on 06

occasions for the purchase of 12 air tickets worth Rs.26,453,688.
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10.6.9.2. Requests for quotations had been sent to the registered suppliers through e-mail
messages and it was observed that the quotations offered by the suppliers had been
received through to e-mail account of Mr. Asantha Dasanayake. It was observed
that obtaining quotations in this way had been contradictory to the provisions
mentioned in Section 2.5 of the Procurement Manual of Sri Lanka Cricket.

10.6.9.3. Although quotations had been called from the registered suppliers, it was observed
that only George Steuart Travels Ltd. and Classic Travel (Pvt.) Ltd had submitted
the quotations and 10 air tickets worth Rs.21,473,500 had been purchased from
George Steuart Travels Ltd. and 2 air tickets worth Rs.4,980,188 had been
purchased from Classic Travel (Pvt) Ltd. (Annexure 08) Accordingly, it cannot be
ruled out in the audit that the advantage that could be obtained through a
competitive purchase had not been lost in the purchase of the other air tickets, other
than the tickets purchased for the 05 players, who had been sent on the emergency
requirement.

10.6.9.4. It was observed that approval of the procurement committee had not been obtained
for this purchase.

10.6.10. Payment of money for the purchase of air tickets
A sum of Rs.50,849,896 had been paid comprised of Rs.43,714,708 to George
Steuart Travels Ltd. and Rs.7,135,188 to Classic Travel (Pvt.) Ltd. to purchase air
tickets to travel to Australia during the T-20 World Cup Tournament - 2022 and the
following matters are observed.
10.6.10.1. Even though payments had been made on the basis of the invoice issued by George
Steuart Travels Ltd. and Classic Travel (Pvt.) Ltd. in making payments for the air
tickets, the copies of the air tickets issued in relation to that had not been obtained.
10.6.11. The following observations are made regarding the air tickets, which had been
purchased after making payments on the invoices presented by George Stuart
Travels Ltd. and Classic Travel (Pvt.) Ltd.
10.6.11.1. A sum of Rs.2,619,872 had been paid to Classic Travel (Pvt.) Ltd. through the
Voucher bearing No. PY0000013221 dated 17 January 2023 for the business class
air tickets of Mr. Shammi de Silva, President of Sri Lanka Cricket, It was
observed that the invoices bearing No. M-B00391056 dated 10 October 2022 and
air tickets issued by Classic Travel (Pvt.) Ltd. had been submitted.
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10.6.11.1.1.The copies of the air ticket were later submitted to audit and according to the
information of the Department of Immigration and Emigration, he had returned
in flight SQ 468 on 18 October 2022. Even though there had been a discrepancy
in the information of the invoice and the flight ticket was observed with the
information of the Department of Immigration and Emigration as it had been
informed that he would be returning in the flight SQ 468 on 20 October 2022 in
the invoice submitted for the payment of money and in the air ticket, a copy of
the ticket issued after changing the flight dates had been submitted along with
the reply given by Sri Lanka Cricket for the draft report of this report, and it was
observed that information of that ticket was matched with the information of the
Department of Immigration and Emigration.
10.6.11.2. A sum of Rs. 1,650,000 had been paid George Steuart Travel Ltd. by the payment
voucher bearing No. PY2022012836 dated 30 December 2022 for the purchase of
an economy class air ticket for Mr. Lasantha Wickramasinghe, Treasurer of Sri
Lanka Cricket, and this payment had been made based on the invoice number
bearing No. 2022503 dated 04 November 2022 issued by the said institution.
10.6.11.2.1. A copy of the air ticket had not been obtained for this payment and according to
the request made by the audit, the Sri Lanka Cricket submitted a copy of the
relevant air ticket obtained from the said institution to the audit on 08 May 2023.
Even though it had been stated in the invoice and the air ticket presented by
George Stuart Travel Ltd. that he had traveled to Melbourne on 05 November
2022 on flight UL 604, since he had left for Sydney on 04 November 2022 on
flight UL 606, the invoice During the audit, it was observed in the audit that the
information about the date of travel, the flight traveled and the destination
airport included in the invoice were not matching.
10.6.11.2.2. Even though it had been stated that he had traveled from Melbourne to Sydney in
flight QF458 on 06 November 2022, and had travelled from Sydney to Brisbane
in flight QF512 on 08 November 2022, and had travelled back from Brisbane to
Melbourne in flight QF619 on 09 November 2022 according to the information
included in the invoice submitted for payment, the inter-flights made in
Australia had not been mentioned in the flight ticket submitted to audit.
10.6.11.2.3. Even though it had been stated that he would be travelling from Colombo to
Melbourne in flight UL604 on 05 November 2022, and from Melbourne to
Sydney in flight QF458 on 06 November 2022 according to the information
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included in the invoice submitted for payment, a discrepancy was observed
between the information of the invoice, which had been the basis for making the
payment and the information of the Department of Immigration and Emigration
as he had departed from Colombo to Sydney in the flight UL606 on 04
November 2022 according to the information of Sri Lanka Department of

Immigration and Emigration.

10.6.11.3. A sum of Rs.2,640,000 had been paid to George Steuart Travels Ltd. through the
payment voucher bearing No. PY2022012316 dated 28 December 2022 for the

purchase of business class air tickets for Mr. Jayantha Dharmadasa, Vice

President of the Sri Lanka Cricket and this payment had been made based on the
invoice bearing N0.2022500 dated 04 November 2022 issued by that institution.

10.6.11.3.1.

10.6.11.3.2.

Even though it had been stated that he would be arriving from Melbourne to
Colombo on 02 November 2022 by flight UL 605 according to the invoice,
which had been the basis for the payment, a discrepancy was observed between
the information contained in the invoice, which had been the basis for the
payment and the information of the Department of Immigration and Emigration
as he had arrived from Melbourne to Colombo by flight UL 605 on 01
November 2022 according to the information of the Department of Immigration
and Emigration.

A copy of the air ticket related to this payment had been submitted later
according to the request made by the audit and 00008400 had been indicated as
the passport number in the air ticket and since it had not been his passport
number, it was observed that another passport number, which had not been the
passport number of the person, who had bought the air tickets, had been
included. Although it had been stated in the flight ticket that flight UL605 would
reach Bandaranaike Airport at 22.20 on 02 November 2022 and since he had
arrived in flight UL605 at 22.20 on 01 November 2022 according to the
information of the Department of Immigration and Emigration, a discrepancy in
the dates of arrival was observed and according to the reply provided by the Sri
Lanka Cricket to the draft report of this report, it had been mentioned that only
the last four digits of the passport number had been mentioned as a standard
practice and for security and privacy reasons in stating the passport number on

the air ticket by George Steuart Travel Ltd..
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10.6.11.3.3. Even though it had been stated in the invoice presented for payment that had
travelled from Melbourne to Sydney in the flight QF440 on 29 October 2022,
and from Sydney to Brisbane in flight QF516 on 01 November 2022 and again
travelled from Brisbane to Sydney in flight QF561 on the same day and he had
travelled from Sydney to Melbourne by flight QF435 on 02 November 2022 and
payments had been made, the domestic flights had not been mentioned in the air
ticket submitted to audit on 01 June 2023. However, in replying to the draft
report of the report, another air ticket including internal flights had been
submitted again.
10.6.11.4. A sum of Rs.2,155,000 had been paid to Classic Travel (Pvt.) Ltd. through the
invoice bearing No. PY0000013370 dated 19 January 2023 for the purchase of an
business class air ticket to Mr. Ravin Wickramaratne, Vice President of Sri Lanka
Cricket and the invoice bearing No. M-100333075 dated 10 October 2022 issued
by that institution had been used for this payment.
10.6.11.4.1. A copy of the air ticket had not been obtained for this payment and a copy of the
air ticket had been submitted to the audit on 08 May 2023 as per the request
made by the audit and the passport number of the passenger had not been
mentioned in that ticket.
10.6.11.4.2. Even though it had been stated in the invoice submitted for payment and air
ticket submitted to audit that he would be travelling from Melbourne to
Colombo in flight UL 605 on 26 October 2022, a discrepancy was observed
between the information included in the invoice and in the air ticket and the
information of the Department of Immigration and Emigration as he had
traveled from Melbourne to Colombo in the flight UL 605 on 20 November
2022 according to the flight information of the Department of Immigration and
Emigration. However, air tickets that were matched with the information of the
Department of Immigration and Emigration had been submitted again in
replying the draft report of this report.
10.6.11.5. A sum of Rs. 983,054 had been paid to George Steuart Travels Ltd. through the
paying invoice bearing No. PY2022012835 dated 30 December 2023 for the
purchase of economy class air tickets to Mr. Chamara Kapuwatte, Member of the
Executive Committee of Sri Lanka Cricket and the invoice bearing No. 2022509
dated 06 November 2022 issued by that institution had been used for this
payment.
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10.6.11.5.1. The air ticket related to this payment was later submitted to audit and it was
observed that 00003699 had been mentioned as the passport number of that air
ticket and it was not his passport number and according to the reply provided by
the Sri Lanka Cricket to the draft report of this report, it had been mentioned
that only the last four digits of the passport number had been mentioned as a
standard practice in stating the passport number on the air ticket by George
Steuart Travel Ltd..

10.6.11.6.2. It had been stated in the invoice used for the payment that he would be travelling
from Melbourne to Colombo in the flight UL605 on 05 November 2022.
Information different to each other had been included in the air ticket submitted
to audit that he would be travelling from Melbourne to Colombo in the flight
UL601 on 29 October 2022. He had arrived in the island from Melbourne in the
flight UL 605 on 21 October 2022 according to the information of the
Department of Immigration and Emigration. However, air ticket that was
matched with the information of the Department of Immigration and Emigration
had been submitted again in replying the draft report of this report.

10.6.12. A sum of Rs.2,640,000 had been paid to George Steuart Travels Ltd. through the
payment voucher bearing No. PY2022010932 dated 25 November 2022 for the
purchase of business class air tickets for Mr. Sujeewa Godaliyadda, Assistant
Treasurer of Sri Lanka Cricket. As he had purchased an economy class air ticket,
George Steuart Travels Ltd. had refunded the money to Sri Lanka Cricket through
the receipt number PY2022001691 and it was observed that a sum of Rs.1,586,000
had been paid to George Steuart Travels Ltd. through the payment voucher bearing
No. PY0000013088 dated 13 January 2023 for the economy class air ticket
purchased.

10.6.13. It had been informed in many of the responses given by the Sri Lanka Cricket to the
draft report of this report regarding the observations made on the procurement of air
tickets, that competitive bidding had not been conducted in the purchase of air
tickets considering it as “Exclusive Procurement” as specified in the procurement
manual of the Sri Lanka Cricket. It was observed that a competitive bidding could
have been made as stated in the procurement manual when purchasing air tickets as

the Executive Committee had granted approval to go to Australia to watch the
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matches a few months ago and therefore, it was observed that there had been no

requirement for purchasing in accordance with "Exclusive Procurement™ method.

10.7 Payment for date changes in air tickets

10.7.1. A sum of Rs. 342,240 had to be paid in excess through the voucher No.
PY20220010310 dated 03 November 2022 as Mr. Mahela Jayawardena, who had
participated as a consultant coach in this tournament had changed the date of the flight
ticket to travel from Colombo to Melbourne, 06 October 2022, as 07 October 2022
according to his personal requirement and action had not been taken to recover that
amount back to Sri Lanka Cricket.

10.7.2. It was observed that an additional amount of Rs. 2,156,000 had to be paid as follows
due to the change of the date of the flight, in which they had to travel from Australia
to Sri Lanka as included in the flight tickets of 05 persons, who went to Australia for
the tournament and an amount of Rs.1,276,000, out of that, had been paid to the

relevant institution by the date of this report.

10.8 Payment of Foreign Travel Combined Allowances (Daily allowances)

10.8.1Payment of Combined Allowances for the President of the Sri Lanka
Cricket

A sum of Rs.6,028,830 had been paid as foreign travel combined allowance to
Mr. Shammi Silva, who performs as the President of the Sri Lanka Cricket, to proceed
to Australia in two instances during the period of 2022 T-20 World Cup Cricket

Tournament and the following matters are observed.
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10.8.1.1In accordance with the approval of the 11" Executive Committee held on 07 July
2022 of the Sri Lanka Cricket, the President had proceeded to Australia on 10
October 2022 for watching matches and returned to this country on 18 October 2022
and the Sri Lanka Cricket had paid a sum of Rs.2,619,872 as the air ticket fee for the
said tour. The Chairman had proceeded to Australia on 31 October 2022 as per the
invitation made by the International Cricket Council to participate in the Executive
Committee Meeting of the International Cricket Council held from 11 to 13
November 2022 and returned to Sri Lanka on 15 November 2022 and air ticket fees
thereon had been paid by the International Cricket Council. However, after returning

to the island, he had again proceeded to Australia within 12 days.

10.8.1.2 A sum of US$ 7,000 had been paid to the Chairman for 10 days from 08 October
2022 to 17 October 2022 at a rate of US$ 700 per day through the paying voucher
bearing No.PY2022008100 dated 03 October 2022 by the Sri Lanka Cricket to
proceed to Australia for watching matches and the value thereof was Rs. 2,554,300.
As the President had proceeded abroad on 10 October 2022 and returned to this
country on 18 October 2022, it was observed that he had obtained US$ 700
(Rs.255,430) in excess for one day. The said overpayment of US$ 700 had been paid
to the Sri Lanka Cricket on 14 August 2023 by the President.

10.8.1.3 A sum of US$ 9,500 comprising US$ 7,000 at a rate of US$ 700 per day and US$
2,500 at a rate of US$ 500 per day had been paid through the paying voucher bearing
No0.PY2022008927 dated 20 October 2022 for 10 days and 05 days for watching
matches and for participating in the Committee meeting of the International Cricket
Council respectively and it was observed that the value thereof was Rs. 3,474,530.

10.8.1.4 Even though the President had been permitted at the 12" Executive Committee
Meeting held on 23 September 2022, to participate in the Committee Meeting of the
International Cricket Council, held from 11 to 13 November 2022, approval for
watching the cricket tournament had not been granted. However, it was observed
that in the payment of US$ 9,500 through the voucher bearing No.PY2022008927
dated 20 October 2022, a sum of US$ 7,000 had been obtained for 10 days stating

“for watching sports tournaments” therein.

10.8.1.5 The International Cricket Council had purchased and sent air tickets to the President
for the Committee Meeting to be held from 11 to 13 November 2022 and breakfast
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and accommodation had been provided by the said Council. Moreover, it was
observed that a sum of US$ 2,500 had been sent to the Sri Lanka Cricket for making
payments to the Chairman as foreign travel combined allowance for 05 days at a rate
of US$ 500.

10.8.1.6 Despite having incurred all the expenditure including accommodation, foreign travel
allowances, air tickets by the International Cricket Council on behalf of the President
for 05 days for participating in the Committee meeting of the said Council, it was
observed that a sum of US$ 7,000 equivalent to Rs.2,560,180 comprising US$ 3,500
for the said 05 days and US$ 3,500 at a rate of US$ 700 per day for 05 additional
days, had been obtained by the President from the Sri Lanka Cricket. Further, it was
observed that the President had repaid US$ 2,100 equivalent to Rs.767,550 to the Sri
Lanka Cricket through the Receipt bearing No.PY0000001809 dated 03 February
2023.

10.8.2Payment of Foreign Travel Combined Allowances for the Treasurer
of Sri Lanka Cricket

A sum of Rs.2,784,832 had been paid as foreign travel combined allowance to
Mr. Lasantha Wickramasinghe, who performs as the Treasurer of the Sri Lanka
Cricket, to proceed to Australia during the period of 2022 T-20 World Cup

Tournament and the following matters are observed.

10.8.2.1 Approval had been given at the 11" Executive Committee Meeting held on 07 July
2022 to all executive members for watching the T-20 World Cup Tournament with all
allowances for the period of 10 maximum days. In addition, it was observed that
approval of the Executive Committee had been given at the 12" Executive Committee
Meeting held on 23 September 2022 to Mr. Lasantha Wickramasinghe, Treasurer of
the Sri Lanka Cricket, for participating in the ICC Finance & Commercial Affairs
Committee Meeting and further, approval had been given to pay him, the foreign

travel combined allowance relating thereto.

10.8.2.2 Mr. Lasantha Wickramasinghe, Treasurer of the Sri Lanka Cricket had proceeded to
Australia on 04 November 2022 and returned to Sri Lanka on 16 November 2022 and
a sum of US$ 7,600 equivalent to Rs.2,784,832 comprising US$ 2,000 for 05 days at
a rate of US$ 400 per day for participating in the ICC Finance & Commercial Affairs
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Committee Meeting of the International Cricket Council and US$ 5,600 for 08 days
at a rate of US$ 700 per day for watching the T-20 World Cup Tournament, had been
paid to Mr Lasantha Wickramasinghe through two paying vouchers bearing Nos.
PY2022008790 dated 18 October 2022 and PY2022009256 dated 25 October 2022
respectively. As such, it was observed in audit that foreign travel combined
allowances had been paid for 13 days and subsequently, it was observed that
Mr Lasantha Wickramasinghe had repaid US$600 valued at Rs.220,068 to the Sri
Lanka Cricket thorough the receipt bearing No. 2022001579 dated 16 December 2022

mentioning “Refund balance allowances visit Australia”.

10.8.2.3 In addition to that, a sum of US$ 3,500 equivalent to Rs.1,265,909 had been paid as
the foreign travel combined allowance through the paying voucher bearing No.
PY2022008789 dated 18 October 2022 as well and brought to account. However, it
was further observed that the said payment had been eliminated from accounts on 24
October 2022 again.

10.8.2.4 The approval of the Executive Committee had been granted to the Treasurer for
participating in the Finance & Commercial Affairs Committee Meeting of the
International Cricket Council accordingly and US$ 2,000 had been paid as the foreign
travel combined allowance therefor. However, the Sri Lanka Cricket is not a
representative of the said Finance Committee of the International Cricket Council. As
such, it was observed that the Treasurer of the Sri Lanka Cricket has no capacity to
participate in the Finance Committee of the International Cricket Council. Moreover,
it has been indicated that the term ‘the Financial and Commercial Affairs Committee
Meeting of the International Cricket Council’’ has been mentioned in the reply given
to the draft of this report by the Sri Lanka Cricket , instead of the term ‘Conference of

the Chief Financial Officers of the International Cricket Council’ by mistake.

10.8.2.5 According to the investigation conducted by the Audit, regarding the role performed
by the Executive Committee Members of the Sri Lanka Cricket, in Australia whilst
the T-20 World Cup Tournament was being held, it had been indicated that the
Treasurer of the Sri Lanka Cricket had participated in the Chief Financial Officers’
Conference (CFO Conference) held in Australia by the International Cricket Council
on 14 and 15 November 2022. However, it was observed that the International Cricket

Council had informed the Sri Lanka Cricket by an e-mail on 06 September 2022 that a
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conference of Chief Financial Officers relating to 12 member countries of the
International Cricket Council will be held in Australia on 14, 15 days November 2022
and further informed Mr. Mahesh Bopagamage, Chief Financial Officer (CFO) of the
Sri Lanka Cricket to participate in the said conference.

10.8.2.6 Moreover, it was observed in audit that e-mails had been exchanged between the
said both parties that Mr. Lasantha Wickramasinghe who performs as the Treasurer of
the Executive Committee of the Sri Lanka Cricket, will participate in the conference
to be held for Chief Financial Officers, instead of the Chief Financial Officer of the
Sri Lanka Cricket.

10.8.2.7 A sum of Rs.307,982 had been paid to Mr. Lasantha Wickramasinghe through the
paying voucher bearing No. PY202010960 dated 29 November 2022 stating “Being
reimbursement of Hotel Accommodation Expenses incurred by Hon. Treasurer” and it
was observed in audit that the said sum of Rs.307,982 had been repaid to the Sri
Lanka Cricket by a receipt bearing No.PY2022001580 dated 16 December 2022.

10.8.3 Payment of Foreign Travel Allowances to Mr. Pramodya
Wickramasinghe

Mr. Pramodya Wickramasinghe, who acts as the Chairman of the Selection
Committee of the Sri Lanka Cricket, performs as an Executive Committee Member of
the Sri Lanka Cricket as well. Mr. Wickramasinghe had participated in this tour as
the ‘Selector of this Tour’ as well as an Assistant Staff Officer representing the Sri
Lanka Team consisted of 30 persons for the T-20 World Cup Tournament and the

following observations are made.

10.8.3.1 It was observed that Mr. Pramodya Wickramasinghe had proceeded to Australia on
02 October 2022 and returned to the island on 22 November 2022.

10.8.3.2 Further, Mr. Pramodya Wickramasinghe had planned to proceed to Australia for a
period comprising 6 days from 03 to 08 October 2022 as the practicing period of the
Sri Lanka Team and 37 days from 09 October to 14 November 2022 as the scheduled
period of the T-20 cricket tournament. Moreover, it was observed that all expenses
relating to 06 practicing days and all expenses including food & accommodation for
remaining 37 days had been incurred by the International Cricket Council subject to
recharge of those expenditure from the Sri Lanka Cricket.
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10.8.3.3 It was observed that a sum of US$ 7,225 equivalent to Rs. 2,636,402 comprising

US$ 750 for 06 days in which practice matches are held, at a rate of US$ 125 per day
and US$ 6,475 for the remaining 37 days at a rate of 175 per day, had been paid as the
foreign travel combined allowances through the paying vouchers bearing Nos.
PY20220007358 dated 20 September 2022 and PY20220007360 dated 20 September
2022.

10.8.3.4 Hence Mr. Pramodya Wickramasinghe, who had participated in this tournament for

10.8.4

43 days as an Assistant Staff Member, is an Executive Committee Member, action
had been taken to pay US$ 5,000 for 10 days at a rate of US$ 500 per day as foreign
travel allowances with accommodation. Moreover, it was observed that a sum of US$
1,450 had been deducted for 10 days comprising 06 days at a rate of US$ 125 per day
in which practice matches were held and 04 days at a rate of US$ 175 per day in
which the tournament was held and the balance amount of US$ 3,550 equivalent to
Rs.1,295,395 had been paid by the paying voucher PY?2022007797 dated 30
September 2022. Accordingly, foreign travel allowances had been paid to the said
Mr. Wickramasinghe, who had proceeded to Australia as an Assistant Staff Member,
for 10 days considering as an Executive Committee Member, thus observing an
overpayment of Rs.1,295,395.

Payment of Foreign Travel Allowances for the Chief Executive
Officer of Sri Lanka Cricket

A sum of Rs.5,087,637 had been paid as foreign travel combined allowance to
Mr. Ashley De Silva, who performs as the Chief Executive Officer of the Sri Lanka
Cricket, in two instances to proceed to Australia while the 2022 T-20 World Cup

Tournament is being held and the following observations are made.

10.8.4.1 It was observed that the approval of the Executive Committee had been granted to

the Chief Executive Officer at the 11™ Executive Committee Meeting held on 07 July
2022 to participate in watching the T-20 World Cup Tournament and further,
approval was given to pay foreign travel allowances for a period of 10 maximum
days. Moreover, it was observed that the approval of the Executive Committee had
been granted at the 12" Executive Committee Meeting held on 23 September 2022 to

the Chief Executive Officer to participate in the committee meeting of Chief
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Executive Officers of the International Cricket Council, due to be held from 11 to 13
November 2022.

10.8.4.2 The Chief Executive of the Sri Lanka Cricket had proceeded to Australia for
watching the tournament on 09 October 2022 and returned to Sri Lanka on 17 October
2022.Moreover, it was observed that the said Officer had again proceeded to Australia
on 26 October 2022 to participate in the Committee Meeting of Chief Executive
Officers of the International Cricket Council and returned to Sri Lanka on 17
November 2022.

10.8.4.3 As the Sri Lanka Cricket had approved the payment of foreign travel allowances to
the Chief Executive Officer for a period of 10 days for watching matches, it was
observed that a sum of US$ 6,300 had been paid for 09 days at a rate of US$ 700 per
day by a paying voucher bearing No.PY2022008099 dated 03 October 2022 and the
value thereof was Rs.2,298,870.

10.8.4.4 1t was further observed that the Chief Executive Officer had proceeded to Australia
on 26 October 2022 to participate in the meeting of the Chief Executive Officers of
the International Cricket Council held from 11 to 13 November 2022 and returned to
Sri Lanka on 17 November 2022. Accordingly, it was observed that he had spent 22

days in Australia for participating in the three- day committee meeting.

10.8.4.5 A sum of US$ 7,625 comprising US$ 7,000 for 10 days at a rate of US$ 700 per day
and US$ 625 for 05 days at a rate of US$ 125 per day had been paid through paying
vouchers bearing Nos. PY 2022008929 and PY2022008928 dated 20 October 2022 for
watching the tournament and participating in the Executive Committee Meeting of the

International Cricket Council respectively and the value thereof was Rs. 2,788,767.

10.8.4.6 The International Cricket Council had purchased and sent the air tickets to the Chief
Executive Officer for participating in the committee meeting due to be held from 11
to 13 November 2022 and the breakfast and accommodation had been provided by the
International Cricket Council. Moreover, it was observed that a sum of US$ 625 had
been sent to the Sri Lanka Cricket for making payments to the Chief Executive
Officer for 05 days at a rate of US$ 125 per day as foreign travel combined

allowances.
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10.8.4.7 Despite having incurred all the expenditure including foreign travel allowances, air

tickets, accommodation by the International Cricket Council on behalf of the Chief
Executive Officer for 05 days for participating in the Committee meeting of the said
Council, it was observed that a sum of US$ 7,000 equivalent to Rs.2,788,767
comprising US$ 3,500 for the said 05 days and US$ 3,500 at a rate of US$ 700 per
day for 05 additional days, had been obtained from the Sri Lanka Cricket and it was
further observed that a sum of US$ 2,100 (Rs.767,550) out of foreign travel
combined allowances paid, had been repaid to the Sri Lanka Cricket by the receipt
bearing No. PY0000001810 dated 03 February 2023.

Revising Daily Foreign Travel Allowances by the Sri Lanka Cricket

The Sri Lanka Cricket had categorized the payment of daily foreign travel allowances
into three, such as Executive Committee Members, Managers and other staff and
determined the manner of providing food & accommodation and the manner of
making payments according to zones in which countries are located and the approval
of Executive Committee as well had been granted therefor and the following matters

are observed.

It was observed that daily foreign travel allowances had been revised in three
instances from 23 May 2014 to 15 March 2022 by the Sri Lanka Cricket as follows.

10.9.2 It was observed that payments that paid when food & accommodation facilities for

Executive Committee Members in Europe / African countries, are not available, had
been revised after 5 Y2 years of the revision made to daily foreign travel allowances on
23 May 2014, that is, on 18 October 2019 and after 2 years and 05 months, that is, on
15 March 2022, as follows.

Accordingly, it was observed that daily foreign travel allowance of the Executive
Committee Members, Managers and other staff had been increased by 75 per cent, 71
per cent and 46 per cent respectively in the year 2022 as compared with the year
2014.

In revising daily foreign travel allowances on 23 May 2014, it was observed that the
allowance which was stated as “if accommodation is provided” and “if
accommodation is not provided” had been revised as “if accommodation is provided
by SLC” and “if accommodation is not provided by SLC” in the years 2019 and 2022.
Accordingly, it was observed that revision were made implying that when
officers/Executive Committee Members of the Sri Lanka Cricket proceed abroad,
only if food & accommodation are provided by the Sri Lanka Cricket, the total daily
foreign travel expenses will not be paid and if food & accommodation are provided by
another institution except for the Sri Lanka Cricket, the said allowance could be paid
by the Sri Lanka Cricket.

Before reaching the executive committee decision on 18 October 2019, payment of
daily foreign travel allowances had been categorized into three such as, Executive
Committee Members, Management and other staff. However, according to these
executive committee decisions, it was observed that the Chief Executive Officer and
the Chief Operating Officer had been included in the first category which included
Executive Committee Members.
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10.9.5 Moreover, it was further observed that the entertainment allowance of US$ 1,000
which was paid when Executive Committee Members proceed abroad, had been
revised up to US$ 2,000 on 15 March 2022.

10.9.6 As per the Circular No. 01/2015/01 dated 15 May 2015 issued by the Ministry of
Finance, the maximum amount of foreign travel combined allowance and the casual
allowance granted to Ministers and Secretaries to Ministries are US$ 530 and US$ 75
and it was observed that the combined allowance amounts to US$ 371 based on the
deduction of the combined allowance by 30 per cent as per the circular No.
PS/CSA/00/1/4/8 dated 15 March 2023 of the Secretary to the President.

10.10 Incurring Expenditure on behalf of Mr. Jerome Jayaratne, Chief
Operating Officer for proceeding to Australia during the 2022 T- 20
World Cup Tournament

Mr. Jerome Jayaratne, Chief Operating Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket had
proceeded to Australia during the period of 2022 T-20 World Cup Tournament and
the Sri Lanka Cricket had incurred a sum of Rs.3,606,803 comprising Rs.2,554,300
as foreign travel allowances and Rs.1,052,503 as air tickets, visa and insurance

expenses. The following matters were observed in this connection.

10.10.1 It was observed that the approval of the Executive Committee had been granted at the
11" Executive Committee Meeting held on 07 July 2022 to Mr. Jerome Jayaratne,
Chief Operating Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket for proceeding to Australia with air
tickets and visa charges and foreign travel allowance for 10 days for watching the
2022 T-20 World Cup Tournament.

10.10.2 Accordingly, a sum of Rs.3,606,803 had been incurred by the Sri Lanka Cricket for
proceeding abroad of the said Officer and it was observed he had proceeded to
Australia on 27 October 2022 and returned to Sri Lanka on 07 November 2022.

10.10.3 Even though Mr. Jerome Jayaratne had proceeded to Australia with a view to
observing and studying the High Performance Centre in Australia Cricket,
Melbourne and making recommendations thereon to the Sri Lanka Cricket and with a
view to watching cricket matches, no matches whatsoever had been watched and no
report on the High Performance Center submitted so far. As such, the Executive

Committee had decided at the 13" Executive Committee Meeting held on 23
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November 2023 to make a request from him to repay the air ticket charges and other
allowances paid to him, to the Sri Lanka Cricket. Even though the approval of the
Executive Committee had been granted at the 11™ Executive Committee Meeting
held on 07 July 2022 to Mr, Jerome Jayaratne for proceeding to Australia to watch
cricket matches with air ticket charges, he had not been permitted to study the High
Performance Centre in Australia Cricket and to submit a report thereon. Under such
circumstance, the basis of the decision taken by the Executive Committee at the 13"
Executive Committee Meeting held on 23 November 2022, for the recovery of
allowances and air tickets charges paid to him, due to failure in studying the High
Performance Center in Australia and submitting a report thereon, was not revealed in

audit.

10.10.4 Mr. Jerome Jayaratne had informed by his letter dated 30 November 2022, addressed
to the Chief Executive Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket that even though he had
proceeded to Australia, he was unable to watch cricket matches due to a personal
matter and he further informed not to deduct expenses incurred by the Sri Lanka
Cricket for the said tour, from his salary at once. However, no matters whatsoever
regarding the study of the High Performance Center in Australia had been mentioned
therein. As such, it was observed in audit that even though the Chief Operating
Officer had proceeded to Australia with a view to watching cricket matches, this
letter too does not imply that he had proceeded to Australia with a view to studying
the High Performance Centre.

10.10.5 As Mr. Jerome Jayaratne could not achieve his intended objectives after proceeding
to Australia, the approval of the Executive Committee had been granted at the 14"
Executive Committee Meeting held on 20 December 2022 for the recovery of the
sum of Rs.3,537,354 spent by the Sri Lanka Cricket, to the Sri Lanka Cricket.

10.10.6 Accordingly, he had returned to Sri Lanka on 07 November 2022 and action had been
taken to repay the sums of Rs.982,054 and Rs.2,554,300 as air tickets charges and
foreign travel allowance on 31 January 2023 and 25 January 2023 respectively after a
period of nearly 03 months. However, it was observed that action had not been taken
to recover the sum totalling Rs.69,428 comprising Rs.60,650 as visa charges and

Rs.8,778 as expenditure on foreign travel insurance incurred by the Sri Lanka
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Cricket. After issuance of the Draft of this report, a sum of Rs.69,428 had been paid
the Sri Lanka Cricket on 27 July 2023.

10.11 Incurring Expenditure on behalf of Mr. Krishantha Kapuwatte,
Assistant Secretary of the Executive of the Sri Lanka Cricket for
proceeding to Australia during the 2022 T- 20 World Cup
Tournament

Mr. Krishantha Kapuwatte, Assistant Secretary of the Executive Committee of the
Sri Lanka Cricket had proceeded to Australia during the period of 2022 T-20 World
Cup Tournament and the Sri Lanka Cricket had incurred a sum of Rs.3,606,702
comprising Rs.2,554,300 as foreign travel allowances and Rs.1,052,482 as air
tickets, visa and insurance expenses. The following matters were observed in this

connection.

10.11.1 It was observed that a sum of Rs.3,606,782 comprising Rs.2,554,300 as foreign travel
allowances equivalent to US$ 700 and Rs.1,052,482 as air tickets, visa and
insurance expenses had been paid by the Sri Lanka Cricket based on the approval
given at the 11™ Executive Committee Meeting held on 07 July 2022 to Executive
Committee Members for proceeding to Australia with foreign travel allowances for a
period of 10 days for watching the 2022 T — 20 World Cup Tournament.

10.11.2 It was further observed that Mr. Kapuwatte had proceeded to Australia on 17 October
2022 and returned to Sri Lanka on 21 October 2022.

10.11.3 Mr. Krishantha Kapuwatte had to return to Sri Lanka after 05 days of his tour due to
personal matters. As such, it was observed that the approval of the Executive
Committee had been granted at the 13" Executive Committee Meeting held on 23
November 2022 to recover the foreign travel allowance relating to 05 days, to the Sri
Lanka Cricket.

10.11.4 Accordingly, Mr. Krishantha Kapuwatte had repaid the foreign travel allowance of
Rs.1,301,160 equivalent to US$ 3,500 relating to 05 days to the Sri Lanka Cricket on
21 December 2022 and it was observed that he had paid the said amount after a

period of two months from the date of returning to Sri Lanka.
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10.12. Proceeding to Australia by the Head of the Administration Division
of the Sri Lanka Cricket during the 2022 T — 20 World Cup
Tournament

Mr. Aruna De Silva, who performs as the Head of the Administration Division of the
Sri Lanka Cricket had proceeded to Australia during the 2022 T- 20 World Cup

Tournament and the following matters were observed.

10.12.1 It was observed that Mr. Aruna De Silva had proceeded to Australia on 26 October
2022 and returned to Sri Lanka on 07 November 2022 after 12 days of his tour.

10.12.2 It was observed that approval had been given at the 11" Board Meeting on 07 July
2022 to Mr. Aruna De Silva for proceeding to Australia to watch 2022 T — 20 World
Cup Tournament representing Sri Lanka at the cost of the Sri Lanka Cricket on air

tickets, visa charges, daily allowance for 10 days, internal tours and accommodation.

10.12.3 Based on the said approval of the Board of Directors, an internal memo had been
forwarded to the Chief Financial Officer on 17 October 2022 to pay the total daily
allowance relating to 10 days in favour of Mr.Ashley De Silva, Chief Executive
Officer for the said tour. However, even though the name of Mr. Ashley De Silva
was mentioned in the said memo, it was observed that the signature placed thereon

was not his signature.

10.12.4 Action had been taken to pay US$ 6,000 at a rate of US$ 3,000 through two paying
vouchers bearing Nos. PY2022008771 and PY2022008772 dated 18 October 2022 as
daily allowance to Mr. Aruna De Silva for proceeding to Australia and to record
them in accounts. Nevertheless, it was observed that the said cash had not been

obtained.

10.12.5 It was further observed that after Mr. Aruna De Silva had returned to Sri Lanka and
thereafter, action had been taken to eliminate the said two vouchers valued at US$
6,000 bearing Nos. PY2022008771 and PY2022008772 dated 18 October 2022 from
accounts of the Institute on 08 November 2022.

10.12.6 When eliminating such accounted expenditure from accounts, it should be carried out
through journal entries with proper approval by preparing journal vouchers under a

serial number method for journal entries. Nevertheless, journal entries were not

available to eliminate the said expenditure from accounts and it was observed that
journal vouchers had not been prepared therefor and action had been taken to

eliminate from accounts using Batch Numbers.

Payment of Rs.4,205,090 to Prof. Arjuna De Silva to proceed to
Australia for watching the 2022 T — 20 World Cup Tournament

A sum of Rs.4,205,090 comprising Rs.2,194,440 equivalent to US$ 6,000 as daily
foreign travel allowance, Rs.1,950,000 as air ticket charges and Rs.60,650 as visa
charges had been paid by the Sri Lanka Cricket on behalf of Prof. Arjuna De Silva to
proceed to Australia for watching the 2022 T — 20 World Cup Tournament and

following matters were observed in this connection.

It was observed that approval of the Executive Committee had been granted at the
12" Executive Committee Meeting held on 23 September 2022 to pay an allowance
of US$ 600 including business class air tickets, visa, accommodation and daily
allowances to Prof. Arjuna De Silva to proceed to Australia with his wife for
watching the 2022 T — 20 World Cup Tournament and the Executive Committee

Paper (Board Submission) thereon was not submitted to Audit.

It was observed that Prof. Arjuna De Silva had proceeded to Australia with his wife
on 26 October 2022 and returned to Sri Lanka on 07 November 2022.

It was further observed that a sum of Rs.2,194,440 equivalent to US$ 6,000 had been
paid through two paying vouchers PY2022008960 and PY?2022008961 dated 21
October 2022 based on the Internal Memo dated 21 October 2022, addressed to the
Chief Financial Officer by the Chief Executive Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket to
make payments for 10 days at a rate of US$ 600 per day to him alone. Even though
the approval of the Executive Committee had been granted to pay US$ 600 per day
to him alone, it was observed that the said approval had not been granted to make
payments for 10 days.

Even though Prof. Arjuna De Silva performs as the Head of the Sri Lanka Cricket
Medical Committee, the necessity of providing opportunity for Prof. Arjuna De Silva
to proceed to Australia for watching the cricket tournament spending Rs.4,205,090

by the Sri Lanka Cricket, was not revealed in audit.
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10.14 Participation in Committee Meetings of the International Cricket
Council held from 11 to 13 November 2022

During the 2022 T — 20 World Cup Tournament held in Australia, the International
Cricket Council had decided to hold Board meetings and committee meetings of the
International Cricket Council in Australia from 11 to 13 November 2022 and
committee members of the Sri Lanka Cricket too had participated therein. The

following matters are observed in this connection.

10.14.1 It was observed that the approval of the Executive Committee had been granted at the
12" Executive Committee held on 23 September 2022 to five persons named,
Mr. Shammi Silva, President, Mr. Jayantha Dharmadasa, Mr. Raveen
Wickramaratne, Vice-presidents, Mr. Mohan De Silva, Secretary and Mr. Ashley De
Silva, Chief Executive Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket to proceed to Australia for
participating in the Board and Committee Meetings of the International Cricket
Council, due to be held from 11 to 13 November 2022. However, it was observed
according to the following matters that only Mr. Shammi Silva, President and Ashley
De Silva, Chief Executive Officer could be participate in the Board Meeting and the
Chief Executive Committee Meeting respectively at this Board and Committee
Meeting.

10.14.2 According to the Articles of Association of the International Cricket Council, only
the President as the member of the Board of Directors or the Alternate Director
instead of him can be participate legally in the Board meeting and it was observed
that Mr. Mohan De Silva had been nominated as the Alternate Director of the Sri
Lanka Cricket. Accordingly, only one person from the Chairman or the Secretary can

be participated in the Board Meeting.

10.14.3 Moreover, it was observed that Mr. Shammi Silva, President and Mr. Ashley De
Silva, Chief Executive Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket had participated in these

Board and the Committee Meetings representing the Sri Lanka Cricket.

10.14.4 Even though all expenses including air tickets, food & accommodation had been
incurred by the International Cricket Council on behalf of the Chief Executive
Officer and the President as the member of the Board of Directors or the Secretary as

the member of the Board of Alternate Directors who were officially invited to the
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10.15.

said meeting, it was observed that Sri Lanka Cricket as well had paid all foreign

travel allowances for 10 days.

Purchase of Tickets for Cricket Matches

The International Cricket Council had provided a certain number of tickets free of
charge for watching the 2022 T — 20 World Cup Tournament and in addition to that,
the Sri Lanka Cricket had purchased tickets at a cost of Rs.8,747,960 for the

tournament. The following matters are observed in this connection.

10.15.1 As per paragraph 5.1 of the Hand Book containing instructions in respect of the 2022

T-20 World Cup Cricket Tournament, it had been indicated that a number of 125
tickets each will be given for one match of the preliminary round and a total number
of 155 tickets each will be given for one match, which qualifies for the semi-final
and grand final and of that, at least a number of 75 tickets should be given for
cricketers of the team. As per paragraph 5.2 of the Hand Book containing
instructions, it had been indicated that in addition to tickets mentioned in 5.1 of the
said Hand Book, a number of 20 Complementary Hospitality Tickets will be given
for every match on behalf of relatives and friends of cricketers of the team.

10.15.2 Accordingly, it was observed that a total number of 725 tickets should be received at

145 tickets, including 20 Complementary Hospitality Tickets entitled to the players,
for the 05 first round matches played by the Sri Lankan team. The Sri Lanka Cricket
failed to submit information to the Audit with regard to the manner in which those
tickets were distributed. According to the replies given by the Sri Lanka Cricket to the
draft of this report, Mr.Mahinda Halangoda, the manager of this tour had mentioned
that following the distribution of these tickets among the players, executive committee
members and the supporting staff, the remaining tickets would be destroyed.
Furthermore, he had informed that out of the 100 Complementary Hospitality Tickets
to be received on behalf of the relatives and friends of the players for this tournament,
69 tickets were received. Among these, 60 tickets were distributed among the players,
executive committee members, supporting staff and other individuals, and 09 tickets
were destroyed. He had further mentioned that 624 tickets out of the 625 ordinary
tickets intended to be received were received. Among these, 434 tickets were

distributed among the players, supporting staff and the executive committee members.
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Additionally, 35 out of the remaining 190 tickets were provided to the manager of the

Australian team and the remaining 155 tickets were destroyed.

10.15.2.1 As per paragraph 5.1 of the Hand Book containing instructions in respect of the
2022 T-20 World Cup Cricket Tournament, 100 Complementary Hospitality Tickets
should be received on behalf of the relatives and friends of the players in respect of 05
matches played by the Sri Lankan players. According to the replies given by the Sri
Lanka Cricket to the draft of this report, Mr.Mahinda Halangoda, the manager of this
tour had stated that only 69 tickets had been received. Accordingly, it was observed to
be questionable as to what happened to the remaining 31 tickets. Furthermore,
although all these tickets received for the players should be provided to the players in
respect of their relatives and friends, as stated by Mr.Halangoda, only 03 out of 69
tickets had been provided to the players. Accordingly had been informed the fact that
out of the 66 remaining tickets, 38 tickets were distributed among the executive
committee members and 7 tickets were distributed among the officers of the Sri
Lanka Cricket. Further 12 tickets were provided to other individuals and the

remaining 9 tickets were destroyed.

10.15.3 By the payment voucher No. PY2022003591 dated 16 June 2022, a sum of Rs.
4,741,157 or AUD 19,150 had been paid to purchase 90 tickets to watch cricket
matches and it was not revealed that the executive committee approval had been
received for this purpose. Furthermore, in accordance with the approval of executive
committee given at the 10™ executive committee meeting held on 24 May 2022 to
purchase 60 additional tickets, a sum of Rs. 4,006,803 had been paid by the payment
voucher No. PY2022004158 on 07 August 2022 to purchase 60 additional tickets
worth AUD 15,450. Accordingly, it was observed that Rs. 8,747,960 had been paid to

purchase tickets.

10.15.4 Mr. Aruna De Silva, the Head of Administration of the Sri Lanka Cricket, had made
the ticket purchasing. According to the statement made by Mr. Aruna De Silva to
the Audit, out of 150 purchased tickets worth Rs. 8,747,960, 76 tickets valued at
Rs. 3,582,646 remained unused and only 74 tickets worth Rs. 5,165,314 were
distributed among the executive committee members and the officers of the Sri

Lanka Cricket. However, as the Institute had purchased E-Tickets, it was not
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possible to confirm during the audit as to whether these tickets were not actually

used.

10.15.5 According to the information given by Mr.Aruna De Silva, the Head of
Administration of the Sri Lanka Cricket, to the Audit, it was observed that 54 out of

74 distributed tickets had been provided to the Chairman, while the remaining

tickets had been distributed among the executive committee members and of the

officers of the institute as outlined below.

10.15.6 In terms of Sections 5.1 and 5.2 of the Hand Book, which included the instructions
on the T-20 Cricket World Cup 2022 Tournament, it was observed that the Sri Lanka

Cricket could have received 175 tickets for each match if the Sri Lanka team had

qualified for the semi-final round or the final match of the tournament. However,

regardless of that possibility, 150 tickets valued at Rs. 8,747,960 had been purchased,

including 90 tickets for the semi-final rounds and 60 tickets for the final match, and
out of which 76 tickets worth Rs. 3,582,646 remained unused.
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10.16 Elimination of the balances of Rs. 8,636,650 accounted for as the

expenditure (accrued expenditure) that further remained payable

relating to the T-20 World Cup Tournament held in Australia in the

year 2022.

It had been identified that in relation to the goods and services obtained by the Sri

Lanka Cricket from outside institutions and individuals in the year 2022, there were

balances further remained payable by the end of 2022. Action had been taken to

account for those balances into the accounts system of the Sri Lanka Cricket in

February 2023 as accrued expenditure totaling Rs. 156,054,753 as specified below
under the Batch Nos. while backdating it to 31 December 2022.

10.16.2 Mr. Dammika Kapurubandara, the Assistant Accountant of the Administration

Division of the Sri Lanka Cricket had prepared the accrued expenditure list
(Rs.78,811,905.47) brought to account under the Batch No.B 25381 and the

invoices obtained from the outside institutions had been taken into account as the

basis.

10.16.3 Mr. Nandana Rambukpitiya, the Accounts Executive, and Mr.Harendra, the
Accountant of the Accounts Division had examined the accuracy of the accrued
expenditure list prepared by the Dammika Kapurubandara.  Mr. Mahesh
Bopegamage, the Chief Financial Officer had taken steps to approve the
aforementioned list.

10.16.4 Mr. Mahesh Bopegamage, the Chief Financial Officer, had granted approval to

eliminate the balance totaling Rs. 8,636,650 that had been brought to account as the
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accrued expenditure, and action had been taken to eliminate that value from the
accounts under the Category B 26051 on 16 February 2023.

It was observed that the balances of Rs. 8,636,650, which had initially been
brought to account as accrued expenditure and subsequently eliminated from the
accounts, were the expenses incurred by the Classic Travel (Pvt) Ltd on behalf of
Mr.Shammi Silva, the Chairman, Mr.Jayantha Darmadasa and Rveen
Wickramarathna, the Deputy Chairmen, and Mr.Krishantha Kapuwatta, the
Executive Committee member of the Sri Lanka Cricket who proceeded Australia
during the T-20 World Cup 2022 tournament.

It was observed that these expenses represented the expenditure of Rs. 5,078,234
incurred for Mr. Shammi Silva, and Rs. 2,270,000 and Rs.1,221,900, respectively,
incurred for Mr.Jayantha Darmadasa and Mr. Raveen Wickramarathna for

providing transport facilities and accommodations during the Australian tour.

It was observed during the audit that Mr. Dammika Kapurubandara, the Assistant
Accountant of the Sri Lanka Cricket had prepared the list of accrued expenditure and the
accuracy thereof was examined and substantiated by Mr.Nandana Rambukpitiya, the
Accounting Executive, and Mr. Harendra, the Accountant of the Accounts Division. It
was further observed that the Chief Financial Officer, Mr.Mahesh Bopegamage, had
given approval for counting for this expenditure.

As stated in Paragraph 10.16.3 above, the balances reported to have been
accounted for as accrued expenditure were eliminated from the accounts after 08
days, viz, 16 February 2023 from their posting to account according to a decision
of the Chief Financial Officer, Mr. Mahesh Bopegamage. Before the elimination
of the balance, action had not been taken to recheck the bills related to those
expenditure balances, or carry out an extensive examination regarding the purpose
for which the expenditure was incurred, or to inquire into the matter from the
Administration Division.

With regard to the matter that contributed to eliminate the balances accounted for
as the accrued expenditure from the accounts, Mr. Mahesh Bopegamage stated to

the Audit that as the Sri Lanka Cricket had already paid a daily allowance on

behalf of Mr. Shammi Silva and that the Sri Lanka Cricket had incurred expenses
on earlier occasions for the air tickets of Mr. Jayantha Darmadasa and Mr. Raveen
Wickramarathna, he decided it was unnecessary to make payments again for those

expenses.

It was revealed during the audit that when the bills related to the balances
accounted for as accrued expenses, which were purportedly submitted by the
Classic Travel (Pvt) Ltd, were received by the Sri Lanka Cricket, based on that,
they were included in the accounts as accrued expenses. However, despite making
request for the bills by the Audit, the Sri Lanka Cricket failed to submit them.

When accounting for accrued expenditures, and eliminating them from the
accounts, it should be done through journal entries. In this process, journal
vouchers should be prepared under a sequential serial numbers for journal entries
and proper approval should be obtained therefor. However. there were no journal
entries to account for these expenditures. It was further observed that the journal
vouchers had not been prepared, and entries had been made to the accounts

through Batch Numbers.

Whilst a special audit investigation was in progress on the expenditures incurred
by the Sri Lanka Cricket related to the T-20 World Cup Tournament held in
Australia, the elimination of these expenditures from the accounts that were not
necessary for the Sri Lanka Cricket to incur, but were accounted for as the accrued
expenditures, was observed to be a specific matter.

According to the replies given by the Sri Lanka Cricket to the draft of this report,
the Classic Travel (Pvt) Ltd had informed the Sri Lanka Cricket in writing that
this amount of Rs. 8,636,650, including Rs. 2,607,734 by the Chairman of the Sri
Lanka Cricket, Rs. 2,270,000 by Mr. Jayantha Darmadasa, the Deputy Chairman,
Rs. 1,221,900 by Mr. Raveen Wickramaratne, the Deputy Chairman, Rs. 68,016
by Mr. Crishantha Kapuwatta, the Assistant Secretary and Rs. 2,469,000 by the
International Cricket Council on behalf of the Chairman of Sri Lanka Cricket was
paid to that company.
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10.17 Payment of Daily Allowances to the Players and the Other Staff

When departing for the tournament, the players who represented the Sri Lanka and
the supporting staff had been provided with daily allowances from 03 October 2022
to 14 November 2022. However, since the Sri Lanka team did not qualify for the
final round of the tournament, they had to return to the country on 06 November
2022. Consequently, the payments made for 08 days needed to be recovered. The
Sri Lanka Cricket had recovered the overpayment of allowances in different means.
Accordingly, 27 players and officers had settled the payments in cash immediately
after returning to Sri Lanka, while steps had been taken to recover the over
payments of daily allowances of the other players and the officers from their next

month’s salary, agreements of the players and the Prize Money.

On 21 October 2022, the player named Asitha Fernanado had been paid USD 2,750
as daily allowances at USD 125 per day through the Travel Card. However, in spite
of this payment, as the manager of the pool had paid him daily allowances of USD
3,350, the total amount paid to him had been deducted in the payment of his annual
contract fee on 30 November 2022. Despite the payment of daily allowances at the
time of his departure for the tournament, the manager had irresponsibly and

erroneously paid the allowances once again.

The Departure of Mr. Chinthaka Edirimanna, the Head of National
Cricket Operations, to Australia to examine SUPER SOPPER
machines during the T-20 World Cup 2022 Tournament.

For the departure of Mr. Chinthaka Edirimanna, the head of national cricket
operations, to Australia to during the T-20 World Cup 2022 Tournament, the Sri
Lanka Cricket had incurred Rs. 2,899,520, including Rs. 1,148,000 for air tickets and
Rs. 1,751,520 for foreign tours allowances. The following matters were revealed in

this connection.

At the 12" executive committee meeting held on 22 September 2022, its approval
had been granted to pay the air ticket fees, visa charges and foreign tour allowances
of Mr. Chinthaka Edirimanna for his tour to Australia to examine the SUPER
SOPPER machines intended to be purchased by the Sri Lanka Cricket, and to watch
the world cup tournament. He had left for Australia on 14 October 2022 and
returned to the island on 30 October 2022.

Mr. Chnithaka Edirimanna had submitted a travel report to the Chief Executive
Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket on 31 October 2022 in relation to this Australian
tour based on the examination of SUPER SOPPER machine. The report indicated
that this officer had departed to Australia on 12 October 2022, but was unable to
meet with Avtar Singh, the Managing Director of the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd that
manufactures the SUPER SOPPER machine, and accordingly no fruitful result
could be gained pertaining to the examination of the SUPER SOPPER machine.

It was observed in further examination on the necessity to visit Australia to
examine the SUPER SOPPER machine proposed to be purchased by the Sri Cricket
that there had been a visit to Australia in November 2019 to examine this machine
manufactured by the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd. Subsequently, after cancelling the
purchase, bids had been called for once again in 2021 and the product of the same
manufacturing company had been selected through another supplier company. That
purchase too had been cancelled again. Thereafter, having decided to purchase the
machine directly from the relevant manufacturing company in the year 2022 and the
Letters of Credit being opened in August 2022 for the purchase, another visit had

been made to Australia in November 2022 to inspect the machine manufactured by
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this manufacturing company. The following matters were observed in the further

examination in this regard.

10.18.4 Calling for Bids in the year 2019

At the 4™ Executive Committee meeting held on 30 April 2019, decisions had
been made to purchase 05 SUPER SOPPER machines and accordingly, bids were

invited. Four quotations were received as follows from 03 institutions.

The Technical Evaluation Committee, which rejected the three lowest bidders
from among the bidders who submitted the bids for this purpose, had given its
recommendations for the highest bid of Rs. 71,255,290 offered by the Siara
Technology Ltd to purchase the Whale Supper Sopper manufactured by Sokhi
Kurunda Manufacturing Pty Ltd in Australia indicating that the above machine

had been used in Sri Lanka on previous occasions.

In relation to this procurement, the Technical Evaluation Committee had rejected
the minimum bid of Rs. 22,350,000 offered by the Jayasekara Motors and the
second minimum bid of Rs. 43,640,790 offered by the Siera Technology Ltd.
indicating that these SUPER SOPPER machines were not previously used in Sri
Lanka, and the second minimum bid had been rejected stating that the relevant

machine was an Indian production.

The third minimum bid amounting to Rs. 59,000,000 offered by the Senok
Trading company for a British production of SUPER SOPPER in Blotter brand

had been rejected indicating that there was no experience in using the machine in

Sri Lanka or in Asian Region, and there were issues regarding the efficiency of
the machine as the matches had to be suspended, despite being used such

machines on rainy days during the recent cricket world cup tournament.

As it had been stated in the initial specifications that there should be experience
in the Sri Lanka Cricket or similar institutions, the experience of the Board of

Cricket in other country should have been looked into.

It had not been examined whether the inefficiency of the machines or the
amount of rainfall on the relevant day attributed to the suspension of the
matches on rainy days. It was revealed that a confirmation on that matter had not

been obtained.

Since the approval was granted for the purchase Whale Super Sopper machines,
which, was manufactured by the Sokhi Kurunda Australia Ltd. in Australia,
Mr.Godfrey Dabarera, the International Venue and Facilities Manager of the Sri
Lanka Cricket, had been sent to Australia on 05 November 2019 to examine the
machine and he had returned to the island on 14 November 2019. For this
purpose, the Sri Lanka Cricket had spent Rs. 603,350 on behalf of this officer.

Subsequent to the observation tour in Australia, Mr. Dabarera had submitted a
report thereon to the Chief Executive Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket on 19
November 2019. According to the submitted report and the schedules submitted
therewith, it had been stated that

e He observed the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd, the manufacturer of Super Sopper
machine in Australia.

e The Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd had acquired the company called Kurunda
Manufacturing Pty Ltd in February 2019, and that the relevant MOU was
attached. The copies of the MOU, the registration certificate of the Sokhi
Australia Pty Ltd, and several photographs had been submitted together with
that report.

The Chief Executive officer had entrusted the Legal Officer of the Sri Lanka

Cricket with the task of examining the legality of the Memorandum of

Understanding (MOU) of the acquisition of business submitted along with the

report provided by Mr. Godrey Dabarera. Accordingly, the legal officer had
submitted an examination report. The following matters were included in the

report.

e That the legality of being a partner of a business acquisition made in February
2019 by a company established in September 2019 was questionable.

e |t is questionable the validity of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
relating to the acquisition of business according to its overall evaluation.

e A photograph attached to the report to substantiate the participation in the
inspection of the relevant machine is a photograph uploaded to the internet
in the year 2013.

Since the report submitted by Mr.Godfrey Dabarera was disputable, a decision
was made at the executive committee meeting held on 27 November 2019 to

suspend this procurement.

According to the statement made by Mr. Mr.Godfrey Dabarera to the Audit, the

following matters were observed.

e Although he visited the address where the company called Sokhi Australia Pty
Ltd was located in Australia, it did not appear to be a company, but rather a
home.

e That the relevant house was closed at the time of his visit, and he did not meet
Avtar Singh, who had been identified as the Managing Director of the Sokhi
Australia Pty Ltd. He only contacted him through Whatsapp.

e Having contacted another person, the Avtar Singh had informed Mr. Godfrey
to go to another place. When inquired at that location, the person who
introduced by Avtar Singh informed him that there were no SUPER SOPPER

machines available there.

e After being informed this matter, Avtar Singh instructed him to visit the

stadium of the Melborn Cricket Club and examine the machine.
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e The machine thus checked could not be specifically identified as a machine

manufactured by the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd.

e That the Godfrey Dabarera lacked professional expertise in SUPER SOPPER

machines.

10.18.5.1 After rejecting the bid offered by the Mermaid Solution (Pvt) Ltd. from the five
bids submitted, the Technical Evaluation Committee had evaluated the remaining

four bids. Among these four bids, the two companies that offered the minimum

bids had been rejected since their SUPER SOPPER machines were not

manufactured in the expected countries. Accordingly, the Technical Evaluation

Committee had made recommendation to purchase the Whale Super Sopper

manufactured by the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd, from its supplier Bystec Holdings,
under the third lowest bid of Rs. 81,574,725. The Procurement Committee had

granted its approval on 03 March 2022 for that purchase.

According to the request made by the supplier’s local agent to increase the quoted
price of a SUPER SOPPER machine from Rs. 81,574,725 to Rs. 135,294,650 due

to the increase in the value of a US Dollar up to Rs.340 from around Rs.205 due
to unfavourable economic situation prevailing in the country, a decision had been
reached at the 10" executive committee meeting held on 24 May 2022 not to
purchase the proposed 05 SUPER SOPPER machines from the local agent,
Bystec Holdings, and approval had been granted to directly purchase them from
the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd, the manufacturing company.
Accordingly, the following steps had been taken to purchase the 05 SUPER
SOPPER machines directly from their manufacturing company, Sokhi Australia
Pty Ltd located in Australia.
Mr. Asantha Dasissanayaka, the Procurement Manager of the Sri Lanka Cricket,
had referred the bid invitation to Mr. Avtar Singh through the e-mail address,
walessupersopper@gmail.com 15 June 2022.

In response, an e-mail message had been referred to the Mr. Asantha
Dissanayaka on 16 June 2022 through the aforementioned e-mail stating that it
was from Avtar Singh, the Managing Director of the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd,
inquiring information on the payments and the distribution timing.

On 20 June 2022, the person named Avtar Singh had sent the quotation and the
Performa invoice for the SUPER SOPPER machines to the Asantha
Dissanayaka of the Sri Lanka Cricket through the above e-mail address.
According to the aforementioned Performa invoice, the Procurement Committee
had granted approval to directly purchase 05 SUPER SOPPER machines at a
cost of USD 375,625 from Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd with each machine priced at
USD 75,125 on 23 June 2022.

The Secretary of the Sri Lanka Cricket had issued the Notification of Award for
the purchase to the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd on 07 July 2022 and the purchasing
order had also been issued on the same day.

On 11 July 2022, an individual named Avtar Singh had sent an e-mail to Mr.
Prasad Sampath, the Procurement Officer of the Sri Lanka Cruckte, using the e-
mail address,whalesupersopper@gmail.com, indicating that the order was
accepted to make the relevant supply to the Sri Lanka Cricket, and as to how the
payments should be made.

In an e-mail message sent on 15 July 2022, Mr.Prasad Sampath of the Sri Lanka
Cricket had informed Mr. Avtar Singh to submit an unconditional bank

guarantee to perform money exchange. In response, Mr. Avtar Singh had sent an
e-mail message to the Mr.Asantha Dissanayaka on 22 July 2022 stating that the
expected bank guarantee cannot be submitted due to a situation beyond his
control, and 25 per cent of the total amount be initially paid and the balance 75
per cent be settled after the order is shipped.

On 09 August 2022, the Procurement Committee had grant approval to pay the
total amount through a Letter of Credit, and otherwise, to pay 25 per cent of the
total amount without a bank guarantee as an advance and the balance 75 per cent
after the order is shipped. Instructions had also been given to obtain
confirmation from the Australian High Commission whether there is a company
in the name of Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd.

The Sri Lanka Cricket had forwarded an application to the Bank of Ceylon on
25 August 2022 seeking a Letter of Credit worth USD 375,625 to purchase these
machines and accordingly, the Bank of Ceylon had issued a Letter of Credit
worth USD 375,625. A sum of Rs. 211,221 had been levied as the bank charges

for that purpose.

Sending an e-mail message to Mr. Prasad Sampath of the Sri Lanka Cricket on
13 December 2022, the person named Avtar Singh had informed that the
payments through Letter of Credits could not be accepted and therefore, 25 per
cent advance be paid as indicated in the previous e-mail messages. By the letter
of the Sri Lanka Cricket dated 16 February 2023 addressed to the Manager Bank
of Ceylon, it had been informed to cancel the Letter of Credit.

10.18.5.4 During this procurement process, a person named Len Withnall, the son of

Gordon Withnall who invented the SUPER SOPPER and is the owner of the
Kuranda Manufacturing Pty Ltd, had sent an e-mail message to the e-mail,
info@srilankacricket.lk of the Sri Lanka Cricket on 26 November 2021 by the e-

mail address of len.withnall@supersopper.com.au of the manufacturing company

of the New Whale Super Sopper machine stating that his company (Kuranda
Manufacturing Pty Ltd) temporarily suspended the production activities, and had
resumed the production by then. Accordingly, it had been inquired whether he
could directly submit bids for the SUPER SOPPER machines expected to be
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purchased by the Sri Lanka Cricket. In response, on 29 November 2021, Mr.
Asantha Dissanayaka of the Sri Lanka Cricket had informed him the fact that the
direct punches were not being made according to the bid terms.

10.18.6 The following matters were observed in relation to the purchase of SUPER

Technology Ltd had offered the highest bid. It was observed that the approval of
the Procurement Committee had been given for the purchase. Accordingly, due
to the decision taken to purchase the five machine at the price as thrice as the
minimum bid of Rs. 22,350,000, an overpayment of Rs.50 million had been
made.

Despite the absence of terms in the bid documents under the specifications of
the machine in calling for bids that the relevant machine should have been
previously used in Sri Lanka and it shall not be an Indian production, the
rejection of the bids based on those grounds was observed to be unreasonable
and it was observed that the rejection of the bid mealy due to the lack of
experience for using this type of machine in Sri Lanka was inappropriate.
Further, the rejection of the bid without obtaining information form a
country/institute that had experience in using the machine was questionable in
audit.

Despite being mentioned that the machine which is expected to be purchased
with the required specifications had been used in Sri Lanka, no information was
furnished to the Audit to confirm the matter.

According to the proposed specifications, it had been stated that the maximum
weight of the machine should not exceed 800 Kg. Nevertheless, the weight of
the Whale Super Sopper machine for which the tender had been awarded was
850 Kg. Accordingly, that matter had not been taken into consideration.

It was observed that the manufacturing company of the machine, which was
determined to be purchased, was the Sokhi Kurunda Manufacturing Pty Ltd in
Australia, that company had been mentioned as M/S Sokhi Kurunda Australia
Ltd in the reports of the Technical Evaluation Committee and the Procurement
Committee, and approval had been granted accordingly.

Although a copy of MOU had been presented in the observation report
submitted by the Godfrey Dabarera indicating that Kurunda Manufacturing Pty
Ltd was acquired by the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd on February 2019, no
indication had been made on the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd in the aforementioned
MOU. Furthermore, according to the registration certificate of the Sokhi
Australia Pty Ltd appended to the report submitted by Mr. Godfrey Dabarera,
the said company had been registered on 09 September 2019.

The legal officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket, who examined the MOU and other
photographs and documents submitted by Mr.Godfrey Dabarera, informed that
the legality of the relevant MOU was disputable and the submitted photographs
were found to be available on the internet. Although the Executive Committee
decided on 27 November 2019 to cancel this procurement due to this disputable
situation, no steps whatsoever had been taken against the officers who submitted

forged reports.

It was stated that although Mr. Godfrey Dabarera visited Australia to examine
the SUPER SOPPER machines manufactured by the Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd, he
found a closed house at the provided address. Further, he did not meet the
person named Avatar Sing, who is said to be the Managing Director of the
company. Given that a forged MOU had been submitted, it was questionable

whether this company is indeed manufacturing this machine.

10.18.6.2 Observation related to the recalling for bids in the year 2021.

minimum bids of Rs. 25,810,435 and Rs. 46,250,000 were not the productions
of the expected countries, the Technical Evaluation Committee and the
Procurement Committee had decided to make the relevant purchase from the
Bystec Holdings which submitted the third minimum bid of Rs. 81,574,725.

Accordingly, it was observed that decision had been made to purchase machines
incurring an additional expenses of about Rs. 50 million.

Although it had been stated that the machines supplied by the Line & Craft Ltd.,
which submitted the second minimum bid of Rs. 46,250,000, were
manufactured in Sri Lanka, attention had not been focused thereon and the
owner of that company had informed this matter to then Minister of Sports and
the officials of the Sri Lanka Cricket in writing on 15 February 2022.

It was observed that instead of examining production specifications of the
machine and thereby, determining the fitness of those machines, decisions had
been reached to proceed with the purchase depending on the country. As it had
been included in the purchasing specifications that the machine should be a
production of Europe, Australia or Japan, it had led to miss the opportunity to
purchase a suitable machine manufactured by another country at a low cost.
Accordingly, the competitiveness of this procurement had been restricted by this
specification and it was observed that decision had been mad to purchase 05
SUPER SOPPER machines at a cost of Rs. 81,574,725 which could have been
purchased at the minimum price of Rs. 25,810,435

Observations relating to decision for direct purchasing from the
manufacturing company

A decision has been taken to purchase machines agreed to be supplied for a sum
of Rs.81,574,725 by Bystec Holdings, at a sum of Rs.375,625 direct from the
manufacturing company on the increase of price up to Rs.135,294,650 at which
they could be supplied due to the increase in the American Dollar. However, it
was observed that an expenditure of approximately US$ 135,000,000 has to be
incurred based on the value of a Dollar at approximately Rs.360 and in addition
to incurring other expenditure, a price over the price supplied by Bystec Holdings
has to be incurred including transport charges, inspection charges and charges for

issue of letters of credit.

Even though messages have been communicated through electronic mail with the
person named Avater Sigh as the Managing Director of the manufacturing
company, Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd., it was observed that his e-mail address was a

private e-mail address and not an institutional domain. Furthermore, the web

page of Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd. had been indicated as www.sokhi.com.au.

However, it was observed that such a page did not exist.

In calling for quotations in the year 2019, Sierra Technologies has been selected
for purchasing machines manufactured by Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd. and the said
purchase had been cancelled due to the problematic issue in the manufacturing
company. In calling for quotations once again, taking a decision to purchase the
machines manufactured by that company itself through Bystec Holdings and
subsequently taking action for direct purchase from Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd., was

a matter of contentious nature in audit.

Letters had been submitted in four occasions relating to this purchase from the
year 2019 up to the year 2022 under the signature of the person Avater Singh
known as the Managing Director of Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd and it was observed

that these letters contained signatures different from each other. (Annexure 12)

Two letters on letterheads dated 11 June 2019 and 09 December 2021 had been
submitted to the Sri Lanka Cricket with the signature of the person named Avater
Singh granting authority for supplying, to Sierra Technologies and Sokhi
Australia Pty Ltd. (Annexure 13) and it was observed that the names of Sokhi
Kurunda Manufacturing Pty Ltd and Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd were contained in
the letterheads with a difference from each other. Furthermore, it was observed
that other information except for the addresses mentioned therein, were different

from each other.

It was observed that a loss of Rs.211,221 had occurred to the Sri Lanka Cricket
due to cancelling a letter of credit in favour of Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd., after

opening it.

Len Withnall, the owner of Kurunda Manufacturing Pty Ltd. which manufactures
New Whale Super Sopper machines, forwarding a message on 29 November
2021 through the e-mail address len.withnall@supersopper.com.au to the e-mail

address info@srilankacricket.lk of the Sri Lanka Cricket had informed that

machines were not manufactured by the said company during the recent past and

as machines are manufactured with Matrix Industries as a joint venture, they

could be supplied directly. Accordingly, it was observed that Sokhi Australia Pty

Ltd. is not the company which manufactures Whale Super Sopper machines.

It was observed that, in responding to the said e-mail message, Mr.Asantha
Dasanayake of the Sri Lanka Cricket had informed that according to bid
conditions, direct purchases are not made without a local agent and it was
observed that at the time of deciding to make direct purchases again from the
Manufacturing company, transactions had been carried out with Sokhi Australia
Pty Ltd. instead of Kurunda Manufacturing Pty Ltd. which is the actual

manufacturing company.

The Sri Lanka Cricket had occurred a loss of Rs. 3,502,870 due to idly sending
two officers of the Sri Lanka Cricket, Messrs Godfrey Dabarera and Chinthaka

Edirimanne in two attempts made to purchase the said Super Sopper machines.

According to direct quotations obtained discreetly for audit purposes from the
company identified through websites as the Australian manufacturing company
which is the manufacturing company of the machines of the type expected to be
purchased, it was observed that an attempt is being made to purchase the relevant
05 machines for US$ 375,625 through a company named Sokhi Australia Pty
Ltd. as these 05 machines could be obtained for US$ 190,128 for delivery up to
the Colombo Port.

Mentioning that transactions could not be carried out through letters of credit by
Avater Singh who is known as the Managing Director of Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd.
and mentioning to make advance payments in cash, was observed as a matter of

contentious nature in international transactions.

There is adequate evidence that Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd. is not the manufacturing
company of these machines according to incidents occurred and documents
submitted on several occasions for purchase of the said machines since the year
2019 up to now. Furthermore, the suspicion that an attempt has been made to
purchase these machines to the Sri Lanka Cricket by registration of a company
by the name Sokhi Australia Pty Ltd. on 09 September 2019, could not be ruled

out in audit.

familiar with the use of Super Sopper machines, had been sent to Australia in the
year 2019 to inspect the machines. However, it was observed that arrangements
have been made to send Mr.Chinthaka Edirimanne, the Head of National Cricket
Operations, who lacks knowledge and familiarity of Super Sopper machines, to

Australia in November 2022.

Official function with the participation of Cricket players

While the Sri Lanka team was in Australia to participate in the 2022 T -20 World
Cup Tournament with the initial involvement of Malik Xavier, who is recognized
as an official representative of the Sri Lanka Cricket in Australia, an official
function was held in Melbourne on 11 October 2022 with the participation of the
Sri Lanka Cricket Team. The budget relating to that function has been sent to the
Sri Lanka Cricket and the income of Rs.5,328,100 equivalent to AUD$21,454
earned therefrom had been received to the Sri Lanka Cricket on 14 February
2023 by foreign remittances. The following matters were observed in regard to

the examination thereon.

According to the budget, it had been indicated that the number participated in the
function as 387 and that tickets were sold to 308 of them and that the remaining
79 persons have been given the opportunity of free participation and that the
income from sale of tickets amounted to AUD$35,360.

It was observed that a sum of AUD$67,130 was received from sale of
commemorative magazines, sponsorships, auction of commemorative items of
players and tickets and a sum of AUD$45,676 of that was spent and the
remaining sum of AUD$21,454 was provided to the Sri Lanka Cricket.

It was revealed that tickets relating to the aforesaid function had been sold
through “www.auslankatickets.com” website and it was further revealed that a
ticket had been sold at AUD$125 each. Accordingly, as tickets had been sold to

308 persons at AUD$125 each, the income from sale of tickets should be

AUD$38,500. Nevertheless, as the income from sale of tickets has been indicated

as AUD$35,360 according to the report, it was observed that it had been
understated by AUD$3,140.

Recharge of expenditure of Rs.41,734,465 incurred by the
International Cricket Council for 7 players despite having agreed
to incur expenditure for 23 players of the reserve by the said
Council for participation for the World Cup Tournament, from
the Sri Lanka Cricket

The Invoice No.INIBC1656 had been forwarded to the Sri Lanka Cricket through
an e- mail message on 04 January 2023 to be recharged from the Sri Lanka
Cricket, the additional expenditure of US$113,816 incurred by the International
Cricket Council exceeding the approved expenditure incurred by the said Council
for a team of thirty persons (30) comprising 17 cricket players and 13 supporting
staff representing Sri Lanka for the T-20 International World Cup Cricket
Tournament held in Australia in the year 2022. The following matters were

revealed in this connection.

According to Invoice No.INIBC1656 issued by the International Cricket Council,
additional expenses of Rs.41,734,465 had been incurred for the Sri Lanka team

as follows.

It was revealed in audit that the additional expenses had been incurred for the

following matters.
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e The additional payment of US$2,808 incurred as daily allowances had
been indicated as the daily allowances paid for 28 days for the Sri Lanka

Cricket Team.

e The sum of US$54,917 incurred for accommodation had included bills
relating to payment of US$504 for the hotel named Hyatt Regency SYD.
The said bill included US$105 as laundry charges of a person named
Mobini Kaveh and US$399 as laundry charges of three Sri Lankan

players.

e The sum of US$48,758 incurred as Foreign Travel included a value of

US$2,125 as excess baggage for 07 players/officers.

e The sum of US$7,333 incurred as additional catering expenses included
US$284 for food obtained for 20 players and officers on 12 October 2022
while the tournament was in progress and in addition to that, the sum of
US$7,049 incurred from 04 October 2022 to 03 November 2022 for 7
players/officers for food was included therein.

Out of the distribution money of US$815 which was due to be provided by the
International Cricket Council to the Sri Lanka Cricket relating to the year 2023,
the remaining sum after deducting the aforesaid expenditure had been remitted to
the Sri Lanka Cricket on 17 January 2023.

The Accountant of the Sri Lanka Cricket had accounted the said expenses on 22
February 2023 considering as expenses of the year ended 31 December 2022 by
agreeing to a value of Rs.41,734,465 equivalent to US$113,816 recharged from
the Sri Lanka Cricket by the International Cricket Council for additional
expenses incurred. Moreover, action had been taken to account the value of

Rs.41,737,465.36 under four expenditure categories.

E-mail messages had been communicated between the officers of the
International Cricket Council and the Manager of the Sri Lanka Cricket Team,
between the Head of International Cricket and the Accountant of the Sri Lanka
Cricket during the period from 04 January 2023 to 22 February 2023.
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The following matters were observed in this connection.

It was observed in audit that the Sri Lanka Cricket had not taken action to carry
out a detailed inquiry of the value of Rs.41,734,465 equivalent to US$113,816
recharged from the Sri Lanka Cricket mentioning as incurred for Sri Lanka
cricket players and officers by the International Cricket Council and to ascertain

the accuracy of the said expenses.

Even though daily allowances of US$2,808 equivalent to Rs.1,027,728 had been
recharged from the Sri Lanka Cricket mentioning as incurred for the Sri Lanka
Cricket Team, such an expenditure had not been actually incurred for the Sri
Lanka Cricket Team. As such, it was observed in audit that an amount irrelevant

to the Sri Lanka Cricket had been recharged by the International Cricket Council.

It was observed in audit that action had been taken to recharge from the Sri
Lanka Cricket the value of US$105 incurred as laundry expenses for an outside

person named Mobini Kaveh not in the Sri Lanka Cricket Team.

While the special audit examination relating to participation in the 2022 T-20
World Cup Tournament was in progress, the Head of the International Cricket of
Sri Lanka Cricket, on the instructions of Audit, had enquired on 27 February
2023 through electronic mail on the value of US$113,816 from the International
Cricket Council which was recharged from the Sri Lanka Cricket. Subsequent to
that enquiry, it was observed that the International Cricket Council had informed
by e-mail message on 14 March 2023 that action will be taken to pay back the
sum totalling US$2,913 equivalent to Rs.1,069,071 comprising US$2,808 and
US$105 recharged as daily allowances and additional laundry charges

respectively, to the Sri Lanka Cricket.

It was observed in audit that the Accountant had not taken action to recover
US$399 equivalent to Rs.146,433 from three players of the Sri Lanka Cricket
Team who had exceeded the limit of laundry expenses granted to them.

As per Condition 5.3 of the annual contract agreement entered into by the Sri
Lanka Cricket with players, in instances where the permitted weight allowance is
exceeded, the expenditure incurred for such additional weight should be

recovered from relevant players. Nevertheless, it was observed that action had
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not been taken to recover US$2,125 equivalent to Rs.777,750 spent for excess

weight in this tour from relevant players/officers.

The International Cricket Council had incurred an expenditure of US$7,049
equivalent to Rs.2,691,211 for extra food obtained during the period from 09
October 2022 to 05 November 2022 by players and officers during the tour
despite having been provided with a daily allowance for food. As the relevant
expenditure is not an expenditure that should be incurred by the Sri Lanka
Cricket, the said expenditure should be recovered from the relevant players and
officers. However, it was observed that action had not been taken so far to

recover the said amount.

A specific procedure which should be followed, had not been introduced as to
whether the expenses incurred for the players of the Sri Lanka Team and officers
by the International Cricket Council during the year, are expenses which should
be borne by the Sri Lanka Cricket and if not, whether those expenses should be
recovered from relevant players or officers. As a result, it was observed that all
aforesaid expenses had been brought to account, considering as expenses of the
Sri Lanka Cricket.

Providing US$12,000 to the Team Manager for incurring urgent
expenses of the Sri Lanka Cricket Team

A sum of US$12,000 had been provided to Mr.Mahinda Halangoda the Manager
of the Team, for incurring medical and other urgent expenses during the
Australian tour of the Sri Lanka Cricket Team who participated in the 2022 T-20
World Cup Tournament. A sum of US$10,000 and the remaining US$2,000 of
the said amount had been provided through a travel card of the Bank of Ceylon

and cash respectively and the following matters were observed in this connection.

It was observed that the Bank of Ceylon Travel Debit Card provided to the
Manager in his name had been a card provided for previous tours and that a
balance of US$6,223.74 belonging to the Sri Lanka Cricket remained in that card
by 30 September 2022 before proceeding on the Australian tour.

Head of the International Cricket of the Sri Lanka Cricket had notified the
Accountant through letter dated 19 September 2022 to issue a credit card with the
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maximum limit possible to the Manager of the Team for the tour. The official
stamp and signature of the Chief Executive Officer had been placed in the said
letter. It was observed that arrangements had been made to provide an additional
US$6,223.74 by remitting a sum of US$10,000 to the travel card without
drawing attention to the sum of US$6,223.74 already remained in the travel card

belonging to the Sri Lanka Cricket.

Purchase of 30 Kit Bags by spending US$4,581.60 equivalent to
Rs.1,679,614 using the travel card during the tour of Australia.

An invoice bearing N0.001 dated 18 October 2022 issued by the institute named
Topline Cricket in Australia relating to purchase of kit bags and according to that
invoice, a sum of AUD$6,450 had been spent to purchase 30 bags of Kookaburra
brand each valued at Rs.55,888 equivalent to AUD$215. It was observed that the
USS$ value thereof was US$4,581.60.

It was observed that 30 kit bags had been purchased in Australia using the money

provided to the Manager of the Team for incurring medical and other expenses.

The Sri Lanka Cricket had purchased 30 kit bags with the official logo of Sri
Lanka Cricket on 11 September 2022 and the price of each bag was US$76. It
was observed that despite having issued 20 of the said kit bags to the players and
the supporting staff according to requirement before the Sri Lanka Cricket Team
proceeded to Australia, action had been taken to purchase kit bags once again for
the 30 persons who represented the team including the players and supporting
staff. Furthermore, it was observed that 24 kit bags remained in the custody of
the storekeeper of the Sri Lanka Cricket by the time the Sri Lanka Cricket Team

participated in the Australian tour.

It was observed that had there been a need for kit bags according to the
requirement of the team, the Sri Lanka Cricket could have called for quotations
and made purchases according to the proper procurement procedure before the
tour. Accordingly, these 30 kit bags had not been purchased as per the proper

procurement procedure.
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Even though the need arose for purchase of kit bags for urgent requirements of
players representing the team, purchase of kit bags for the 13 persons of the

supporting staff as well, was questionable in audit.

Even though the price of a kit bag purchased for the last time in accordance with
prescribed procurement procedures by the Sri Lanka Cricket was US$76, it was
observed in audit that the price of a bag purchased in Australia was double that
price, which was US$152.72.

As per Clause 3.2.3 of the annual agreement entered into by the Sri Lanka
Cricket with the cricket players, the players should use only the kit bags with the
Sri Lanka Cricket Logo. However, it was observed that the kit bags purchased in

Australia were not printed with the Sri Lanka Cricket Logo.

Furthermore, as per Clause 3.2.4 and 3.2.5 of the agreement, no logo or
advertisement whatsoever should be displayed on the clothes worn by the players
or kit bags used by them with the intention of promotion without approval of the
Sri Lanka Cricket. However, it was observed that the kit bags purchased in

Australia carried the Kookaburra logo.

The Manager of the Sri Lanka Team had informed Mr.Ashley de Silva the Chief
Executive Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket, on 19 October 2022 through e-mail
that these bags were purchased on his verbal approval. However, it was observed

that Mr.Ashley de Silva had not made any response to the said e-mail message.

Providing the Manager of the Team with US$2,000 by the
International Cricket Council

As per paragraph 10.2 of the Hand Book issued by the International Cricket
Council including instructions and conditions relating to the 2022 T-20 World
Cup Tournament and paragraph 5 of the Members Participant Agreement entered
into by the Sri Lanka Cricket with the International Cricket Council, it had been
mentioned that the International Cricket Council will provide a sum of US$2,000
to the Manager of the Team for incurring expenses for urgent requirements of the
teams participating in the tournament and it had further indicated the nature of

expenses to be incurred from the said sum.

Accordingly, as indicated in the Members Participant Agreement and the Hand
Book, the Manager of the Team had not taken action to make the Sri Lanka
Cricket aware of the receipt of US$2,000 provided to the Manager of the Sri
Lanka Team on behalf of the Sri Lanka Cricket Team or the nature of expenses
incurred therefrom. Moreover, the Sri Lanka Cricket as well had not taken any

action whatsoever for follow up/supervision thereon.

Payments to the Sri Lanka Cricket Team for participation in the
2022 T-20 World Cup Tournament

The following matters were observed in regard to payment of allowances which
should be made to players by the Sri Lanka Cricket and the International Cricket

Council for participation and winning the tournament.

Payment of Prize Money for the matches won by the Sri Lankan

Team
The International Cricket Council had paid a sum of US$230,000 to the Sri

Lanka Cricket to be paid to the Sri Lanka Team as prize money for winning 5
matches in this tournament. It was observed that in the payment of the said
US$230,000 to the Sri Lanka Cricket, the International Cricket Council had
deducted 32.5% representing US$74,748 as Withholding Tax (WHT) and
remitted only the remaining US$155,252 to the Sri Lanka Cricket on 23
November 2022. The value of US$74,748 so retained was valued at
Rs.27,416,071 and the Sri Lanka Cricket had taken action to distribute the
remaining US$155,252 equivalent to at Rs.56,822,232 among the players.

Money to be paid as “Ex-gratia Payment” as per agreements

entered into with players
According to agreements entered into by the Sri Lanka Cricket with Sri Lanka

Cricket players, a sum of US$300,000 should be paid as “Ex-gratia Payment” to
players who participated in the matches of the preliminary series. However, it
was observed that action had not been taken to pay the sum of US$300,000
which should be paid to the players for participation in the matches of the

preliminary series of the 2022 T-20 World Cup Tournament and it was observed

that a sum of US$144,748 had been paid to players on 14 June 2023 after issuing
the draft of this report.

Even though it does not directly apply to the 2022 T-20 World Cup (Men’s)
Tournament, observations which the Auditor General considers should be
drawn to the attention of Parliament, appear below.

Incurring of Legal Expenditure
The expenditure of Rs.28,740,300 incurred during the first three months of the

year 2023 under the Expenditure Head “Professional Charges” by the Sri Lanka
Cricket, comprised the sum of Rs.23,100,000 incurred as legal expenditure and

the following matters were observed in this connection.

Application No.CA/WRIT/27/2023 had been submitted to the Court of Appeal
on 20 January 2023 by the President and the Secretary of the Sri Lanka Cricket to
obtain an interim injunction to prevent the dissolution of the executive committee
of the Sri Lanka Cricket by the Minister based on the report of the Special Board
of Inquiry comprising five persons submitted by the committee appointed by the
Minister for holding investigations on the T-20 World Cup Cricket Tournament
held in Australia. It was observed that action had been taken to pay a sum of
Rs.11.5 million on 03 February 2023 to a group of external lawyers for legal

proceedings relating to obtaining this interim injunction.

Application No.CA/writ/41/2023 had been submitted to the Court of Appeal on
01 February 2023 by the President and Secretary of the Sri Lanka Cricket to
obtain an interim injunction to prevent effecting of new amendments submitted
for the Sports Act by the Minister of Sports. Legal proceedings relating to
obtaining this interim injunction had been carried out by the same group of
external lawyers and it was observed that a sum of Rs.11.5 million had been paid
therefor on 03 February 2023.

It was observed that Rs.23.1 million representing 80 per cent of the sum of

Rs.28.7 million paid as professional fees during the first 03 months of the year

2023, had been paid to external lawyers for legal proceedings relating to

obtaining interim injunctions by making the Minister of Sports and other public

Even though the above expenses had been mentioned as legal fees in details of
payments, it was observed that in accounting those expenses, they had been
recorded in the professional fees ledger instead of recording in the legal

expenditure ledger.

It was further observed that the Sri Lanka Cricket had taken action to pay legal
fees of Rs.1,000,000 on 10 February 2023 Attorney-at-Law, mentioning as to
obtain consultancy and legal instructions in gazettes on the enforcement of new
sports regulations and to make amendments to the prevailing sports regulations

introduced to the Sports Act by the Minister of Sports.

Remittance of US$20,000 equivalent to Rs.7,335,800 to an
Australian Account mentioning as for the Sri Lanka Cricket
Team over 50 years of age

The Sri Lanka Cricket had taken action to remit a sum of US$20,000 on 14
December 2022 to the “Sri Lanka over 50s cricket” account maintained in the
“Commonwealth” Bank of Australia mentioning as to sponsor 05 players
participating in the Sri Lanka over 50s World Cup Cricket Tournament due to be
held in Australia and New Zealand in the year 2023 and the Rupee value thereof
amounted to Rs.7,335,800. The following matters were revealed in this

connection.

A person by the name Senarath A.Seneviratne residing in Australia had
forwarded an e-mail message on 06 January 2022 to the President of the Sri
Lanka Cricket mentioning that a financial sponsorship of US$20,000 is expected

by the “Organizing Committee over 50s”.
Board Memorandum No.Exo/06/sub/PREO1 of 07 January 2022 had been

submitted by Mr.Mohan de Silva the Secretary of Sri Lanka Cricket, for granting
sponsorship of US$20,000 based on the aforesaid requests and the said

Memorandum had been recommended by Mr.Ashley de Silva the Chief
Executive Officer. Approval therefor had been granted by the Board of Directors
on 07 January 2022.

A sum of US$20,000 had been remitted to “Sri Lanka over 50s cricket” account
in the “Commonwealth” Bank of Australia on 14 December 2022 based on the

approval of the Board of Directors.

The following matters were observed in this connection.

It was observed that a sum of US$20,000 valued at Rs.7,335,800 had been
remitted based on a request made by a person named Senarath A.Seneviratne as
Treasurer of the “Organizing Committee for over 50s Cricket” and Captain of the

Team.

Even though this request had been made by mentioning as for money to be spent
for 05 players over 50, the Sri Lanka Cricket had not taken action to ascertain
who those players are. In the reply made by the Sri Lanka Cricket for the Draft of
this Report, it had been informed that the players mentioned are Senarath
Seneviratne, Ruvin Peiris, Suranjith Dharmasena, Suwanji Madanayake, Palitha

Liyanage, Vajira Wijegunawardane, Shane Fernando and Carman Mapatuna.

Information had not been made available to Audit whether the Sri Lanka Cricket
had taken action to confirm as to whether an organizing committee by the name
‘Over 50 Organization Committee” exists, who represents the said organizing
committee and whether the said request was an actual request. According to the
reply made by the Sri Lanka Cricket for the Draft of this Report, it had been
indicated that Shantha Gunasekera, Senarath  Seneviratne, Vajira
Wijegunawardane, Shane Fernando, Prasanna Kariyawasam, Dylan Ferdinandesz
and Marlan Mark remain as Committee members of this organization and that
they had participated in an Over 50 World Cup Tournament for the first time in
the year 2018.

Even though a sum of US$20,000 had been directly requested as mentioning for
the Sri Lanka cricket players, action had not been taken to submit even an

estimate of anticipated expenditure.

Making the payment on 14 December 2022 after nearly a period of one year of

making the request on 06 January 2022, was observed as an unusual situation.

Providing air travel allowances and return air tickets to the home
country of the Chief Physiotherapist contrary to conditions

agreed
The Australian Brett Harrop had been recruited on bipartite contract basis by

the Sri Lanka Cricket as the Chief Physiotherapist and the said contract period
had been entered into so as to be effective from 21 May 2021 to 20 May 2023.
As per conditions in the aforesaid agreement, the Sri Lanka Cricket had agreed to
provide the following benefits, among the benefits provided in addition to the
monthly wage of US$8,000.

e Even though it was agreed to provide a business class air ticket with 65kg
baggage allowance on return at the end of the contract period, in case of
cancellation of the agreement before the end of the due contract period, this
allowance should not be provided.

e Agreement to provide a flight allowance of US$5,000 per year during the

contract period of two years
It was revealed that air tickets have been obtained as flight allowances in 4

instances as follows from 25 May 2021 to 30 November 2022, the date of

vacating the post.

The sum of US$1,480 additionally paid for the period from 21 May 2021 to 21 May 2022
had been deducted from the salary of November 2022.

11.3.2 It was revealed that air tickets had been purchased for Rs.1,317,900 at the
expense of the Sri Lanka Cricket on behalf of Brett Harrop to return to his home

country.

11.3.3 Brett Harrop, forwarding an e-mail message on 31 October 2022 to the Chief
Executive Officer of the Sri Lanka Cricket, had informed that he will be
resigning from his post on 30 November 2022. Major Tanesh, the Head of
Human Resources, forwarding an e-mail message to Brett Harrop had informed
on behalf of the Sri Lanka Cricket that the said resignation is accepted.

11.34 The following matters were observed.

11.3.4.1  As Mr.Brett Harrop has vacated the post on 30 November 2022, six months
before the termination of the contract period, the Sri Lanka Cricket was not in a
position to bear the expense on air tickets. However, contrary to that, it was
observed that an expenditure of Rs.1,317,900 had been borne by the Sri Lanka
Cricket.

11.3.4.2  Even though the flight allowance was limited to 5,000 Dollars per year, half of

that allowance which is US$2,500 should be entitled to Brett Harrop due to
holding office for a period of only 6 months in the second year. However, as
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1141

US$4,833 was paid for the period of 6 months from May 2021 to 30 November
2022, it was observed that an overpayment of US$1,583.41 had been made.
According to the reply made by the Sri Lanka Cricket for the Draft of this
Report, it had been indicated that the said overpayment was not recovered as it is
legally or ethically unfitting, considering the service rendered to the Sri Lanka

Cricket Team by this foreign physiotherapist.

Accounting Rs.9,029,527 as bank charges without proper
approval and preparation of vouchers

Nine accounts comprising 01 in the Bank of Ceylon and 08 in the Sampath Bank
are maintained in favour of the Sri Lanka Cricket. The value accounted
mentioning as bank charges relating to those 09 bank accounts, totalled
Rs.9,029,527.

In accounting expenses, a voucher should be prepared as due and obtained proper
approval of an authorized officer before accounting. However, no such procedure
had been followed in accounting the value totaling Rs.9,029,527 identified as

bank charges.
